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Brief Introduction of MCEA

Macao Convention & Exhibition Association (MCEA) was established in October 2002 with the objective “to serve,
represent, coordinate and communicate” and aims to build Macao into an international MICE destination hy making
great efforts to unite and develop the exhibition industr}r in Macao. MCEA follows the Macao SAR government’s
administration guideline to improve the situation of insufficient facilities and lack of manpower of Macao's
convention and exhibition industr}!.

Presently, MCEA has a total of 87 member companies, which fully covers the MICE industry chain, including
organizers, MICE venue operators, designers & contractors, advertising/PR/media/publication, transportation/logistics,
travel agencies, data management/registration system, comprehensive business, human resources/educational
training/certification/consulting as well as telecommunicationsfaudio & visual equipment/rental services, and of
which most are local inda.lstr'_v,ar pIa}rers, with 60% being Macao’s Small and Medium Enterprises (SME).

Since it's establishment, MCEA has organized and co-organized various kinds of events and exhibitions, such as the
biggest UFI approved annual trade show, i.e. Macao International Trade and Investment Fair (MIF). Moreover, in
order to expedite trading relationship with mainland China, expand local enterprises in the mainland market and to
show Macao as a city of vitality, MCEA has hosted “The Dynamic Macao Business and Trade Fair” in 14 major cities
in China alread}r, nau'm?]j.»r Shanghai, Chongging, Beijing, Zhengzhou {Henan), Changchun (Jilin), Nanjing (Jiangsu),
Fuzhou (Fujian), Nanning (Guangxi), Wuhan (Hubei), Mongolia (Inner), Hefei (Anhui), Jinan (Shangdong), Gu_iyang
{Guizhou) and Xian (Shanxi).

Furthermore, MCEA has also initiated education and training programs to enhance professionalism. In the
meantime, MCEA has participated in various forums and promotion activities, and has cooperated with MCEA
institutes and organizations in Macao and even overseas. Under the support of the Macao Foundation, MCEA
publishes the “Macau Convention & Exhibition” Magazine and “Macao MICE Directory”. MCEA is currently a
member of Asia Federation of Exhibition and Convention Association (AFECA), China Association for Exhibition
Centres, China Convention and Exhibition Suciety and Asia Fvents Media Union (AEMU). MCEA is thus la}ﬁng a

solid foundation for the fast develnpment of convention and exhibition industr}r in Macao.

Macao is positioned as the “World Tourism and Leisure Centre” by the Chinese Central ‘Government. As Macao
is now stepping towards the age of moderate economic diversification, today is the spring time for Macao's MICE
industr}a Let’s all work together hand-in-hand by making use of this current prime moment to achieve a brighter
future for the MICE industry in Macao.
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t the beginning of 2014 on January 1, the Macao Economic Services Bureau has officially launched “The International

Meeting and Trade Fair Support Program” of which the industry peers believe that this new measure is more

targeted and focused, and aligns with the industry’s development approach of “Bringing In and Going Out.” With
greater governmental support, this can promote Macao MICE industry more effectively towards internationalization and
specialization and can continuously enhance the competitiveness of the industry.

Li Zhizhong, Chairman of the Macau Convention and Exhibition Association, expressed that Macao MICE industry had
achieved hard-won results in 2013 with enhancement in both exhibition quality and brand influence. Moreover, the industry
is also gradually heading towards international high-end branded exhibitions. During the past year, a number of large-scale
MICE events were held in Macao, namely “The Fourth International Infrastructure Investment and Censtruction Forum”,
“Global Tourism Economy Forum 2013", “China Macau Distinguished Gathering” covering luxurious cars, yachts and jets
as well as “The Fourth Ministerial Conference of the Forum for Economic and Trade Co-operation between China and
Portuguese-speaking Countries” which were all held successfully in Macao. As a whole, this was indeed a very fruitful year
for Macao MICE industry.

Vice Premier of the State Council of the PRC, Wang Yang who attended the “Sino-Portuguese Forum” in Macao earlier
indicated that the Central Peoples’ Government supported Macao in establishing the concept of the “Three Centers” of
which includes the “Sino Portuguese Economic and Trade Co-operation Exhibition Center” so as to encourage various
enterprises of the forum to make use of Macao’s platform to open up different types of channels for cooperation and
exchanges.

Development Outlook

— An Interview with Li Zhizhong, Chairman of the
Macao Convention and Exhibition Association

Looking back throughout the past year, overall global economy had undergone a period of consolidation. Macao MICE
industry was developing sustainably and stably with large-scale international events, namely “The Fourth International

Infrastructure Investment and Construction Forum' |

“Global Tourism Economy Forum™ |

“China Macau Distinguished

Gathering” as well as “The Fourth Ministerial Conference of the Forum for Economic and Trade Co-operation between
China and Portuguese-speaking Countries” all being held in Macao. The first three quarters of 2013 recorded an annual
growth of 5% reaching a total of 1,045,000 in terms of both participants and admissions, out of which exhibitions had
attracted 960,000 visitors at an annual increase of 7%. Li Zhizhong, Chairman of the Macao Convention and Exhibition
Association, expressed that local MICE industry had made hard-won achievements during the past year and had also
attained the predefined targets and objectives upon summing up all activities that were held last year.

i Zhizhong mentioned that by reviewing the

development stages of Macao's MICE industry over the
past many years, from the initial stage by simply looking at
the growth figures to transitioning gradually to the stage
on enhancing both exhibition quality and brand influence
of which showed significant increase in terms of scales,
exhibitors and audience.

Launching International MICE Support Program Brings

Deeper Meaning
Mr. Li noted that on Jamlar}‘ 1, 2014 the Macao SAR

government has officially launched the "The International
Meeting and Trade Fair Support Frogram”™ which is
customized for supporting international conferences
and professional exhibitions. This is consistent with the
development direction of the local MICE industry and has
also reflected that the supporting measures given by the
Macao SAR government is more targeted and focused.
As a member of the MICE industry, he is very pleased
to see the program being introduced and is convinced
that the direction of Macau SAR government's support is
becoming clearer and clearer and result focused. Industry



peers should grasp this opportunity, take full advantages
of Macao as a free port, with a low taxation regime and
has close connections with rest of the world, combining
together with world-class MICE venues and facilities, five-
star hotels and services, to make good use of all these
conditions which are favorable for organizing international,
high-end, and branded exhibitions so as to highlight
Macao's MICE unique characteristics.

From a broader perspective, the implementation of
this policy shows that the Macao SAR government is
considering from the development positioning of the
overall society. Li Zhizhong explained that for Macao to
be established as a world-class city for tourism and leisure
must have a certain proportion of tourists coming from
around the world. MICE industry can bring in premium
consumer groups, therefore organizing international
conferences and exhibitions in Macao will be a large
complement and supporting force in building up Macao
into a “World Center for Tourism and Leisure.” He is very
happy to see the positive interactions between local MICE
industry and other industries. If they can further create the
pulling effect among industries and continually contribute
towards Macao's moderate economic diversification and
for Macao becoming the “World Center for Tourism and
Leisure,” this will bring in a deeper meaning.

Eliminating Constraints to Maintain Competitive Edge
Upon summing up the development process of Macao
MICE industry, Li Zhizhong pointed that Macao has the
unparalleled advantages that nearby areas cannot match.
Yet there are also aspects that need to be expanded and
improved, one of which is the external transport network
which is still a big constraint to Macao. Fortunately with
the deepening of cooperation between Guangdong and
Macao, the Guangzhou-Zhuhai intercity railway has been
extended to connect Macao. With the coming and opening
of the Hong Kong-Zhuhai-Macao Bridge, the transport
network can then be further improved bringing in a
brighter outlook and future.

Secondly, the overall cost for organizing exhibitions in
Macao is high and this is closely related with the economic
development of the city. However, as an emerging industry,
how to provide more supporting policies? How to reduce
the cost moderately so as to promote its sustainable
development? All these require the government and
industry to study in details. The development of the
MICE industry involves the competitive advantage of
the overall industry chain. Convenient facilitation for
customs clearance and well-round supporting services
are of particular importance. Government and society
should place the MICE and other emerging industries at
a regional or even international position in order to carry
out a comprehensive research and planning as well as to

create a suitable industry development environment. Take
MICE industry as an example, it is heading towards the
development path on organizing international, specialized,
boutique, and high-end branded exhibitions. Constantly
improving one’s own competitiveness is very critical. It
is only through this that Macao can become the regional
and international MICE city with competitive edge. Li
thinks that the development of a city or an industry needs
to balance the relationship between the short-term benefit
sharing as well as its long-term sustainable development.
As long as industry peers can enlarge the pie of the market,
he believes that not only this generation but also future
generations can also be benefited from the fruitful results
brought by the diversified economic development.

Study Visits and Exchanges Bring Significant Results

Focus on both Training and Bringing in of Experts

Earlier, Chui Sai On - Macao Chief Executive, has stated
in his “2014 Policy Address” on proposing for a “long-
term mechanism to accelerate talent training”, Li
Zhizhong believed that talents play a decisive factor in
the development of an iudustr}: In recent Vears, local
MICE industry had done a lot of work in fostering
experts. These include arranging overseas study visits and
exchanges which bring significant results of learning from
counterparts’ experience and development process. While
during the organization process, we can make use of the
connection network established during the visits to enhance
mutual cooperation. From the training perspective, Macao
has a higher proportion in the number of exhibition
managers than any other major cities in Mainland China.
Nevertheless, both bringing in and training of experts
are both important as where there is competition, there is
progress.

Li Zhizhong said that the Macao MICE industry has
acquired very strong support from both the Macao
SAR government and community in order to develop
sustainably and orderly. He expects in this another new
vear, industr}-' peers will continue to hold hands and
encourage each other. He also believes that the future of
Macao MICE industry will become better and better as
well as be an important direction for Macao's moderate
economic diversification and to contribute in building
Macao soon into a “World Center for Tourism and Leisure.” JF§
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Strengthen Exchange Visits with
Overseas MICE Cities

Create Diversified Development Opportunities
for Local MICE Industry with Other Areas

Although the development period of Macao's MICE industry is still short, vet certain indicators have shown that some
achievements have already been attained. for instance the possessing of advanced exhibition venues. organizing a number
of major international conferences and exhibitions. All these have shown that Macao’s MICE industry has established
a certain level of foundation. The further deepening and implementation of the “Guangdong-Macao Cooperation
Framework Agreement” and the “Mainland and Macao Closer Economic Partnership Arrangement” (CEPA) has also
brought a closer cooperation between Macao and Mainland China. Moreover the Macao Economic Services Bureau, Macao
Trade and Investment Promotion Institute and Macao Government Tourist Office, all these governmental departments
which have close relations with the MICE industry, have all brought in many business opportunities throughout the past
years by actively travelling abroad in promoting Macao's positive image.

Macao Chief Executive - Mr. Chui Sai On stated earlier at his “2014 Policy Address”™ that the government will continue
to strengthen regional cooperation on the MICE industry which includes promoting cooperation with Mainland’s
exhibition industry. expanding joint organization of conferences and exhibitions with surrounding cities in order to build
up a regional and international exhibition brand, supporting local MICE industry’s personnel training with Mainland’s
institutes and enterprises in terms of research studies, information exchange and cooperation as well as in supporting

study visits of industry peers to countries and areas who are well known for their MICE industry.

n recent years, exchange visits of Macao MICE
I industry at home and abroad keep on increasing.

Led by the Chairman of the Macao Committee
for the Development of Conventions and Exhibitions,
Mr. Francis Tam Pak Yuen - the Secretary for Economy
and Finance, members of the committee and industry
representatives had paid visits to Germany (Frankfurt,
Cologne), the UK (London, Edinburgh), Dubai, Italy
(Milan, Genoa, Venice) etc. famous MICE cities. They
also visited the "Euroshop”, "Hotelympia - UK", “Solar
Middle East”, “Milan Classic Car Show™ and associated
exhibition centers and facilities as well as engaged in
contacts with relevant local industry representatives and
had achieved satisfactory results.

Study Visits Achieving Fruitful Results

Italian Enterprises Coming to Macao Seeking for Business
Opportunities

In many of the study tours activities, other than visiting
famous international exhibitions, Macao industry players
also exchange views with local industry representatives,
enlarging the connections between the two parties, and
in particular gaining larger responses from the visit
to Italy. Macao MICE industry representatives visited
Iraly in mid February 2013 and had signed cooperation
agreement between Italy local industry associations in
terms of both parties agreeing to introduce large scale

of international exhibitions to Macao, strengthen mutual
personnel training, and to establish a joint mechanism in
exchange of information. By doing so, this can promote
closer interaction and communication between both
sides and can therefore build up long-term cooperation.
As expressed by an industry member, during their visit
in Italy, the local industry there had already realized
Macao's huge development potential. Hence in April
2013, Italy had formed a delegation to Macao and had
visited several government departments, namely the
Macao Economic Services Bureau, Macao Trade and
Investment Promotion Institute, the Civic & Municipal
Affairs Bureau, and had also met with local industry
members as well as other associations. Besides, they had
also visited quite a number of exhibitions and outdoor
venues, such as the Venetian Macao - Resort Hotel,
Sheraton Macao Hotel, Galaxy Macao Resort, and the
Taipa Houses Museum.

Thereafter, a number of Italian companies came to
Macao in 2013 to participate in several of the exhibitions
that were held here so as to explore new business
opportunities. For instance, the *“Macau Lohas Expo
2015” which was held in late Ma}r, the organizer invited a
blown glass art company from Venice Italy to come over
to Macao to showcase a number of environmental glass
artwork which had successfully attracted art galleries,
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professionals like designers to visit and negotiate. The
exhibitor sold out about MOP 100,000 worth of products
and was very satisfied with the result. Then in July,
there was the "Macau Franchise Expo”™ with different
Italian products categorizing from clothing, food,
restaurant supplies to luxurious gifts. This had also
aroused interests and potential engquiries on Venetian
glass products so as to develop corresponding franchised
solutions of the China market. It is understood that
they plan to set up office in Macao to start business
shortly. And in mid October, they channeled through
local chamber of commerce and participated in one of
the local's largest exhibition on design class, namely
the “China Hangzhou Cultural and Creative Industry
Expo” which is also classified as one of the four major
exhibitions in China creative industry. All this has
further highlighted Macao acting as the exchange
platform connecting the West with the East.

Italian companies not only participated in the
exhibitions, Fabrizio Fiori, the Italian gaming consultant
joined the first “Macao Gaming Show”™ in November
and delivered a speech on “"Future Opportunities
and Challenges Facing the Industry in Italy” during
the "Macao Gaming Summit.” They also introduced
specifically the operation model of their local gaming
casinos and at the same time would like to learn from
Macao’s wealth of management experience in order to
assist in developing their local gaming industry. For the
“Macao Cultural Art Collection”, they went through the
cultural and art exchange companies in Beijing to bring
in some treasured products to display at the exhibition
50 as to test the artwork market in Macao.

This all shows that Macao’s Convention and Exhibition
industry has reached a certain appeal internationally.
At present, the economic growth in Europe is relatively
slow so they put great importance on the emerging

Aszian markets of which create favorable conditions
for the Macaec's enterprises to “go out™ and visit abroad
for different types of study tours activities. This can
deepen the regional cooperation between Macao and
other international MICE cities, involving a wide range
of levels from co-organizing of exhibitions to mutual
exchange of personnel training. In the recently released
“Policy Address for Fiscal Year 20147, Macao Chief
Executive - Mr. Chui Sai On proposed for a "long-term
mechanism to accelerate talent training” and this is also
what the Macao SAR would like to embody by means of
“Talent of Macao.”

In June 2012, Macao Convention & Exhibition
Association (MCEA), leading industry players on a
study tour to Singapore, had jointly coordinated with
AFECA (Asian Federation of Exhibition & Convention
Associations) and the exhibition specialist of
GainingEdge in co-launching a “Macao Exhibition Events
Development Workshop” from which participants could
learn the techniques in bidding international exhibitions,
how to organize international conventions SI.IECESSflI“}",
and how to develop Macao's potential in satisfving the
requirement of organizing international conventions and
exhibitions. Local industry players are now in discussion
with the Italian counterpart concerning the courses of
the training programs.

As for the introduction of large-scale exhibition
activities, Mr. Jackson Chang - the President of Macao
Trade and Investment Promotion Institute (IPIM)
mentioned that in January 2013 IPIM has launched the
“One-Stop Service for MICE Bidding and Support in
Macao” with the objective to provide comprehensive
support to those who would like to organize exhibition
events in Macao. This includes attracting and introducing
convention and exhibition projects to Macao, assisting 1n
bidding MICE projects, and appointing designated staff
to provide follow- up service and assistance in organizing
events in Macao.

The Macao Economic Services Bureau also provides
strong support for the development of local exhibition
industry. Under the Office of the Conventions &
Exhibitions and Economic Activities Development, in
addition to the existing "Convention and Exhibition
Stimulation Program”, starting from January 1, 2014,
“The International Meeting and Trade Fair Support
Frogram” will also be launched in order to attract more
international conferences and professional exhibitions to
be held in Macau.

The Committee for the Development of Conventions
and Exhibitions had organized study tours to different
MICE cities and has played a very important role



in attracting large-scale projects to settle in Macao
for exhibitions. Upon in-depth discussion with local
chamber of commerce and associations of flowers, the
Italian delegation had discovered that Macao has great
potential in this area and therefore is considering in
introducing the world renowned “European Flower Show”
to be held in Macau of which will become the first city
in Asia to organize such a big event as well as having
the opportunity to be eligible in participating in the
flower show at the "Expo Milano 20157 It is noted that
concerned parties intend to name the flower show “Macao
International Flower Carnival” in order to make it a
general event that the public can also jointly participate.
The plan is now pending on official approval.

In view that the cooperation between Macao and Italy
is becoming more and more frequent, Macao MICE
industry is planning to form a business delegation
to visit Italy in April 2014. Areas of interest include
acting as agents for high-end designer brand products,
art, entertainment, food, and environmental protection.
It is believed that more business opportunities can be
explored.

Govermmnent-Led to Achieve Better Results

Encourage Associations to Actively Participate in
International Orpanizations

The government's role in bidding for international
conferences and exhibitions play a decisive impact. As
pointed by Ms Eva Lo, President of Macao Convention
and Exhibition Association, that government’s role
in leading and supporting the organizer in bidding
for international conferences and exhibitions is like
a booster and this will attract participants. On the
other hand, international annual meeting is generally
organized by local members of the international
association that they belong. Howewver, if industry peers
are not members, then they will not be eligible to
participate. Thus, it is necessary to encourage different
associations to join in more international organizations
and associations of related industry.

Indeed, visiting a MICE city within a period of 10 plus
da}rs 1s not easy to acquire substantive outcome. It is
necessary to implement a series of follow-up work
afterwards. From time to time, relevant government
departments and industry associations will promote
Macao in overseas market as a "World Center for
Tourism and Leisure” and her positive image on its
moderate economic diversification. However this is not
impressive enough. Hence it is suggested that whilst
visiting abroad, we can invite them to wvisit Macao in
return at their convenience. By doing so, this will enable
their local associations and international MICE events
decision makers to come and feel the touching moment

of Macao. Once Macao has reached a certain number of
international organizations members, then Macao can
have the qualification and condition to bring in more
famous exhibitions and conferences to Macao,

As usual in many various industries, many will make
use of exhibitions to promote their products. Besides,
the industry chain for MICE is broad and long and has a
huge pulling effect. During the exchange and discussion
between Macao and Italy's associations, issues were also
extended to real estate investment, immigration, culture
and arts, accounting, and legal aspects between the two
places.

Among them, one of Macao’s young artist Fok Hoi Seng's
artwork was selected to enter the "Bologna International
IMustration Show.” One of the two Chinese entries, he
was assisted by Italy's personnel in receiving his award.
Both parties also discussed actively about organizing
a tour for Macao vocal enthusiasts to visit famous
academies of performing arts in Italy so as to broaden
the vision and to gain valuable experience. Moreover in
the new business district in Milan, there is a real estate
development project which needs a funding of 1 billion
euro and is now attracting investment from nearby cities
through Macao.

Therefore this has demonstrated that exchanges and
visits in addition to deepening mutual economic and
trade, can also premote culture and urban planning. This
is beneficial to the Macao's overall development of social
activities and should be persevered. Next year during the
warm flower blossoming season of spring, it is expected
that Macao's MICE industry will once again set sail to
achieve more significant results. ¥

Administrative Region Statistics and Census Service

(DSEC) indicated that a total of 218 MICE events were
held in the third quarter of 2013, down by 5 year-on-year.
bringing a total of 623,000 participants and attendees, and
the floor area used totalled 142,000 me.

There were 197 meetings and conferences held in the
third quarter of 2013, the average duration stood at 1.9
days, number of conference attendees surged by 92% year-
on-year to 30,000 on account of an increase in number of
Conferences and participants of Corporate Meetings.

Concurrently, 21 exhibitions were organized, the average
duration stood at 3.1 da}'s, and the total floor area used
was 57,000 me, bringing a total of 593,000 participants
and attendees. Revenue and Expenditure of the exhibition
organizers decreased by 57% and 40% year-on-year, due to

the absence of some exhibitions that were held in the same
quarter of 2012

In accordance with the statistics, engaging 367 full-time
workers. Besides, there were 2,280 exhibitors participated
in these exhibitions and the majority came from Macao
{890 participators), Mainland China (603 participators)
and Hong Kong (368 participators). Professional visitors
totalled 38,432, and the majnrit}' came from Macao (24,534
visitors), Mainland China (6,072 visitors) and Hong Kong
(5,985 visitors).

There were 676 MICE events held in the first three
quarters of 2013, down by 52 year-on-year. Total number of
participants and attendees increased }:r} 5% to 1,045,000, A
total of 634 conferences attracted 83,000 attendees, as well
