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Brief Introduction of MCEA

Macao Convention & Exhibition Association (MCEA) was established in October 2002; o
with the objective to “Serve, Represent, Coordinate and Communicate” by means of 3
uniting Macao's MICE industry practitioners and coping with Macao SAR Government's
policy direction in moving towards internationalization, specialization, boutique and high-
end brand exhibitions as well as bidding for more international MICE events to settle in
Macao in an effort to promote Macao in becoming an international MICE destination.

Presently, MCEA has a total of 89 enterprises members, which fﬁll_y covers the MICE
industry chain, including event organizers, MICE venue oper_q _
contractors, advertising / PR / media / publication, transportatié sﬁcs travel
agencies, data management / registration system, comprehensive b ';seé, human
resources / educational training / certification / consultation as well as telecommunications
/ audio & visual equipment / rental services etc. of which majority are local MICE
companies, with 60% being Small and Medium Enterprises (SME).

Since its establishment, MCEA has organized and co-organized various kinds of
events and exhibitions, such as the “Macao International Trade and Investment Fair ”
(MIF), “China-Macau Distinguished Gathering” etc. Besides, in order to further foster
business trade exchanges between mainland China and Macao, and also to assist local
SMEs to “go out” to explore business opportunities and to promote Macao's diversified
image, MCEA has so far hosted the “Dynamic Macao Business and Trade Fair” in 18
major cities in China already, namely Shanghai, Chongqing, Beijing, Zhengzhou (Henan),
Changchun (Jilin), Nanjing (Jiangsu), Fuzhou (Fujian), Nanning (Guangxi), Wuhan
(Hubei), Mongolia (Inner), Hefei (Anhui), Jinan (Shangdong), Guiyang (Qvu_iz__hou), Xian

Chief Executive, Chui Sai On announced earlier in his “2015 Fiscal Year Policy Address” that the
government will continue to promote the development of the MICE industry, including the support in bidding of
international MICE events to settle in Macao, and through “Macao Franchise Expo”, “Dynamic Macao Business
and Trade Fair” as well as a series of MICE activities to assist SMEs to explore business opportunities and to
deepen regional cooperation between mainland China and Portuguese-speaking countries. This all shows that
the MICE industry is ensured by the Macao SAR Government in playing an effective role in promoting Macao's
moderate economic diversification and to strengthen policy studies for the industry. Secretary for Economy and
Finance, Lionel Leong when introducing the objectives of the policies had also mentioned that a short to medium
term advancement plan concerning the study on “One Belt and One Road” will be implemented and this will
become one of the important goals for the future development of MICE industry.

At present, the statistics for the MICE industry is publicized on a quarterly basis and has become the
industry indicators. However, this fails to satisfy the industry demand for its sustainable development. It is
suggested to include also the statistics on per capita spend of professional audience in Macao, whereas
exhibitions by government and by business sector need to be considered separately, and also to appoint an
independent third party institution to conduct more detailed special surveys regularly so as to obtain constancy
on statistical data which will align with government's policy objectives and can therefore provide reference for
formulating long-term development strategies.

It is the first time in organizing a high-speed rail delegation tour along with the 18th station of the “Dynamic
Macao Business and Trade Fair - Hunan Changsha” in April this year to let industry peers experience the
advanced and complete high-speed rail network of mainland China.

MICE industry in Macao is heading towards the direction of high-end, boutique, brand exhibitions to attract
more international events and training programs to be held in Macao. These include in 2016 the upcoming large-
scale media exhibition and the “Advanced Convention & Exhibition Planner (Level 3) Professional Qualification
Certification Program” training course of which will effectively enhance Macao's influence on becoming a MICE
city as well as the planning capability of industry practitioners. This can certainly help in reserving talent for the
sustainable development of the MICE industry.
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Message from Committee for the Development of Conventions and Exhibitions
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Deepen collaboration between

Guangdong and Macao through MICE Events
Encourage local SMEs to promote

their products outside Macao

An interview with Mr. Jackson Chang
-President of Macao Trade and Investment Promotion Institute

MICE industry is the catalyst for the promotion of regional economic development. Industry peers have already been
very active in “bringing in, going out” in addition to introducing more and more international events to settle in Macao.
They have also been travelling along with SMEs to participate in overseas and mainland exhibitions so as to seek for
business opportunities. Among them, the “Macao-Guangzhou Famous Products Fair” which is a joint event in
promoting business trade relations between the two cities, has become very popular since it was launched and has
already become an annual shopping event in Guangzhou. One of the organizers, the Macao Trade and Investment
Promotion Institute (hereinafter referred to as IPIM) has done lots of preparation work and has derived more than
one touring exhibitions within the Guangdong province. Jackson Chang, President of IPIM expressed that Macao
SAR Government is very serious about the close exchanges and cooperation between Guangdong and Macao, and
of which the collaboration between Guangzhou and Macao plays a very significant part. By means of jointly
organizing MICE events, they can complement each other's regional advantages to achieve common development
and for further integration between Guangdong and Macao.

Since its first introduction in 2012, the “Macao-Guangzhou
Famous Products Fair” has so far been held for four consecutive
years already. After several years of fostering, substantial growth is
attained in terms of number of exhibitors, areas of venue, number
of admissions and participants as well as effectiveness of the
event. During the first 3 years, a total of 450,000 admissions has
been accumulated and has achieved 1,200 business matching in
areas of food, wine, local souvenirs, conferences & exhibitions,
tourism, logistics, real estates, clothing, jewelry and e-commerce,
etc.

Provide a larger platform for promotion and marketing
Aim to bring in more benefits for the two cities

Chang mentioned that the “Macao-Guangzhou Famous
Products Fair” was originated from the common desire to deepen
cooperation between the two governments of Guangzhou and
Macao. In March 2011, the “Framework Agreement on Cooperation

between Guangdong and Macao” was signed in Beijing, marking
the Guangdong Macao cooperation has entered a new historical
stage. Same year in April, under this framework, the
“Guangzhou-Macao Cooperation Working Group” was established.
Both parties hoped that more benefits can be brought to the
enterprises and residents of the two cities by means of more
specific and practical measures, and this can be manifested
through cooperation in organizing MICE events. Therefore in July
2011, IPIM and the Bureau of Foreign Trade and Economic
Cooperation of the Guangzhou Municipality, signed the
“Memorandum of Cooperation for 2012 Macao-Guangzhou
Famous Products Fair’ during the “2011 Guangdong-Macao
Cooperation Joint Conference”.

As a large-scale exhibition held in Guangzhou and jointly
organized by Guangzhou and Macao governments, “Macao-
Guangzhou Famous Products Fair” does not only provide an
expanded platform for promoting and marketing both cities' famous
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brands and products, it also provides new business opportunities
for further cooperation on both Guangzhou and Macao's
economic, trade and MICE industries. Take this year as an
example, within a total venue space area of 11,300 square
meters, 4 major zones were set up, namely the “Macao Branded
Products Pavilion”, “Guangzhou Branded Products Pavilion”,
“Cross Border e-Business Experience Pavilion” and “Stage
Performance Pavilion”. There was a total of 222 exhibition booths
with Guangzhou and Macao each taking up half, exhibiting
Macao's famous and special souvenirs, merchandise, “Made in
Macao” cultural and creative products, clothing, and daily
necessities, etc. Moreover, the organizer had also invited 10
exhibitors from the Portuguese-speaking countries to take part
with varieties of characteristic products exhibited. Their cultural
performances were also full of Macao local and Portuguese
characteristics which let Guangzhou residents in close distance
feel the wonderful unique appeal of Macao.

The touring exhibition is planned to be held in Zhongshan
with a number of measures to support SMEs participation
Chang believes that the success of the event was mainly due
to the great support from both the Guangdong and Macao
governments, the cooperation and efforts paid by concerned
provincial and municipal units as well as the active participation of
related chambers and associations. In view of the good response,
therefore in both 2013 and 2014, similar fairs were also held in
Foshan and Jiangmen and had achieved favorable results. He
said that hosting such type of branded products fairs in different
cities of Guangdong can strengthen both contact and cooperation
with neighboring cities. In late November this year, it is planned to
be held in Zhongshan which is an export-oriented industrial city
next to Macao. Besides, the town of Xiaolan, famous for being a
production base and distribution center for hardware appliances,
also has the reputation of the “Hometown of Chinese
Chrysanthemum Culture and Art” and possesses certain
complementary advantages with Macao. Furthermore at the
“2014 Guangdong-Macao Cooperation Joint Conference”, the
Zhongshan Municipal Government and the Macao SAR
Government signed the “Framework Agreement on Cooperation
and Establishment of Tsuiheng New Zone” which clearly stated
the building up of a “Guangdong Macao Full Cooperation
Demonstration Zone” and thus has triggered the birth of the “2015

Macao- Zhongzhan Famous Products Fair”.

IPIM is always committed in encouraging SMEs to “go out”
and to actively participate in various types of MICE activities,
such as the “Pan-Pearl River Delta Region Cooperation and
Development Forum and Trade Fair”, the “China International Fair
for Investment and Trade” (CIFIT) and the “Expo Central China”
etc., Chang hopes that this can eventually be able to achieve the
development model of B2B, thus a number of supporting
measures were introduced. These include offering Macao SMEs
certain amount of allowances and subsidies as well as assisting
them in facilitating convenient customs clearance of goods,
coordination on logistics, transportation, and booth constructions
etc. of those exhibition details. Besides, IPIM is also actively
making arrangements with counterpart's enterprises on business
matching and negotiations between related buyers and agents.
All these measures are very important because most of the SMEs
are not familiar with the outside environment when participating in
exhibitions abroad. Therefore by providing them with assistance
can save them a lot of troubles and can increase their desire to
participate.

Continue to bring in large-scale MICE activities to promote
Macao's diversified economic development

In addition to “going out’, “bringing in” is also Macao MICE
industry's major focus. Chang expressed that the “One-Stop
Service” for MICE Bidding and Support in Macao is making good
progress. In 2014, a total of 107 projects were followed up
covering a wide range of industries, mainly medical, insurance,
education, finance, food and beverages, information technology,
tourism, cultural and creative, etc. Over 70% at a total of 79
events were conferences. The main mode on “bringing in” is still
on bidding and recruitment. Among them, 20 projects were held
including the “19th World Congress on Controversies in
Obstetrics, Gynecology & Infertility” (COGI), the “Asian Seed
Congress 2014” and the “Jeunesse Expo Annual World
Conference” etc. Besides, a total of 13 projects have already
been confirmed to be held in Macao, the intended organizers are
mostly from mainland China, Hong Kong, Macao, Singapore, the
USA, France, and Australia.

This year, IPIM will continue to introduce more large-scale MICE
activities through this service, which includes exerting greater efforts
in encouraging chambers and associations of conventions and
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exhibitions, tourism, cultural and creative areas to actively participate
in bidding projects in order to promote the combination of all three
parties as well as to drive interactive development of related
industries. He strongly believes that along with more and more
countries and different types of activities being settled in Macao, this
can bring in more interational business visitors and will thus
promote the development on local economy.

Furthermore, IPIM plans to actively push for the participation of
overseas and local cultural and creative franchised enterprises in the
“Macao Franchise Expo”. For the “Guangdong-Macao Branded
Products Fair’, they will continue to strengthen and enrich the
product contents of Portuguese-speaking countries and whereas for
the “Macao Inteational Trade and Investment Fair” (MIF), they will
encourage more Portuguese-speaking countries' enterprises and
organizations to participate, especially in collecting more varieties of
food and beverages products from Portuguese-speaking countries to
showcase in the MIF's Portuguese-speaking countries main theme
paviion so as to lay a good foundation for building up the
“Portuguese-Speaking Countries Foodstuff Distribution Center”.

Committed in establishing 3 Centers
Promoting Portuguese-speaking platform online and offline
Chang mentioned that Macao as the “China and Portuguese-

Macao Guangzhou Famous Products Eaie® .
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Speaking Countries Business & Trade Services Platform”, is
committed in establishing 3 centers in the future, namely the “Sino-
Portuguese SMEs Commercial Services Center’, the “Sino-
Portuguese Commercial Cooperation MICE Center’ and the
“Portuguese-Speaking Countries Foodstuff Distribution Center” of
which IPIM is working a lot towards this direction. In view that many
Portuguese-speaking countries would like to enter the market in
China, therefore during the “Macao-Guangzhou Branded Products
Fair” this year, the organizer had made use of the convenience of
Guangzhou as the national cross-border e-business pilot city and the
result was fairly good. This will become the direction for the future
trade and economic development and should be utilized effectively.

Mainland China's SMEs are not familiar with the Portuguese-
speaking countries' platform, IPIM is now preparing the setting up of
a “communication, interaction and information sharing platform for
bilingual professionals and enterprises from China and Portuguese-
speaking countries” which will be promoted through both the online
information sharing platform as well as offine facilites and
promotional activities. The website has been launched in April of
2015, by then users can search for food suppliers, lawyers,
accountants, translators, etc. from the Portuguese-speaking countries
in order to provide more opportunities for corresponding service
matching. ¥
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Improving statistical data
and analysis can help the
MICE industry to formulate
strategies for development

In recent years, Macao is very committed in supporting industries related to conventions and exhibitions,
cultural and creative, traditional Chinese medicine, information technology as well as logistics etc. so as
to promote the economy towards the direction on moderate diversification. The results can be shown
from the statistical figures. Making use of data to say something is more scientific and convincing,
therefore a set of objective, complete, unbiased statistical data is very important for those industries
which are still under development. It often determines the future development path and strategies of the
industries. At present, the statistical data of Macao is mostly provided by the Macao Statistics and
Census Service (hereinafter referred to as “Macao SCS”) with data being published on a quarterly basis
and has become the industry indicator. As during the development process of the emerging MICE
industry, it is in greater need to better improve the statistical methodologies in order to clearly understand
the opportunities and challenges of the industry.
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According to the latest information from
Macao SCS, 1,055 MICE events were held in
2014 of which 968 were conferences and 87

were exhibitions, i.e. an annual increase of 4
and 21 events respectively, and had reached
a total of 2,611,500 admissions throughout
the year at an annual growth of 28.6%.
Among them, 130 were conferences with
over 200 attendants and 19 were events with
admissions of 40,000 or above, i.e. up 6
events from previous year. The data reflects
the development trend of the MICE industry
during different period of time and provides
good reference for the government, the
industry, and investors to make final

decisions.

In-depth studies by 3rd party to fully
understand the industry's latest
development

Therefore, the accuracy of statistical data
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is very important. This involves the
methodology of research, sample collection,
data analysis and many other processes. If
there is a slight carelessness, even a very
minor mistake can make a huge difference.
And this will affect the subsequent conclusion
and follow-up work. In view of this, many
MICE cities like Shanghai and Beijing have
already come up with corresponding
statistical guidelines to avoid losses caused
by large errors.

Macao Statistics and Census Service,
being the local official statistics institution,
carries out more than 60 statistical projects
every year and has brought quite substantial
benefits to the society and economy.
However, along with the sustainable
development of the industry and technology,
the statistical methodology also needs to be
advanced along with time and should be
timely reviewed. Take MICE industry as an



example, the industry is actively participating in bidding
large-scale overseas international MICE events to
settle in Macao, overseas organizers will have to
consider many factors for hosting events in Macao.
Hence, we need to understand their concerns, what
types of information they will require. The relevant
department can also communicate more with the
industry so as to jointly work out appropriate statistical
content that will suit for the most realistic situation.

In addition to the regular quarterly statistics on
industries, it is suggested to carry out at least once or
twice a year an in-depth research study to fully
understand the latest development of the industry and
duly develop competitive marketing strategies. This
can be done through various associations who can
appoint third party institutions, such as professional
research companies or universities to implement a
more scientific professional approach to reflect in
details the overview of the industry.

Recalling the development history of Macao MICE
industry over the past decade, there was no lacking of
detailed authoritative research reports which had
brought clearer guidelines and guidance to the
industry. As early at the beginning of 2007, with the
support from the Ministry of Commerce and the China
Economic Research Society, the “Macao MICE
Industry Planning & Research Report” was published.
At that time, it was proposed to establish a centralized
organization for the MICE industry of which can offer
special support with prospective vision and then along
came the establishment of the Committee for the
Development of Conventions and Exhibitions, the
Conventions & Exhibitions and Economic Activities
Development Department, as well as a series of
stimulation programs introduced. The
recommendations mentioned in the report have been
gradually implemented. In March last year, to align with
Macao SAR Government's policy and development,
Macao Convention and Exhibition Association (MCEA)

had commissioned the Macau Management

Association to conduct and publicize the “Macao MICE
Industry Human Resources and Economic Pulling
Effect Research Report” in order to further understand
the effectiveness and impact arising from the moderate

economic diversification on MICE industry.

The method used by well-known neighbouring
MICE cities on processing statistics is rather good and
is worth for local industry and relevant departments to
take reference from.

The Singapore government consolidates once a
year the overall statistics on their MICE industry and on
a monthly basis the breakdown of data. The statistics
are analysed through two major methods for the MICE
industry, one is through outsourcing to external agency
on a 3-year contract. Based on the agreement, the
agency needs to conduct sampling survey with the
exhibition companies, MICE venues, and hotels etc.
And according to the data collected as well as taking
into account the inbound & outbound visitors records
provided by the government to project overall statistical
figures. Then this will be passed to another 3rd party
agency to audit and be submitted to the Singapore
Tourism Board. Another method is to implement a
system for certification. MICE enterprises need to
submit their own information before applying for
certification from the government. Upon acquiring the
certification, they are also required to submit a report
for every exhibition that was held.

It is noted that local enterprises are generally keen
on government certification. Majority will take the
initiative to submit the report with core statistics
covering 3 main indicators, i.e. on total admissions, per
capita consumption, and number of days per capita
stayed.

Look at Sydney Australia, the Business Events
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Sydney possesses a huge database and resources to
follow up on every cycle of business event, while at the
same time collaborates with independent research
institution to verify and improve data measuring, for
instance, working jointly with the University of
Technology, Sydney to carry out a number of research
studies to measure the effectiveness of business
activities beyond tourism. Firstly, they will conduct a
qualitative research on some of the international
business events being held locally in Sydney and then
by means of quantitative method to measure the
economic impact of these business events.

As for the MICE statistics of mainland China, it is
based on separated supervision mechanism. Most of
the exhibitions are under the responsibility of the
China Council for the Promotion of International Trade
(hereafter referred to CCPIT), Commission or Bureau
of Commerce, whereas conventions are under the
supervision of the Tourism Administration or the
Convention & Exhibition Office. Like the CCPIT, they
will usually release the national statistics of previous
year in January every year, covering the figures of
exhibition area, number of events, total audience
admissions and rental rate etc.

As mentioned by mainland industry, there are six

major sources of reference information of the China

MICE industry for research and area
of practice, namely the “China
Exhibition Economic Development
Report” published by CCPIT; the
“China MICE Economy Development
Report” which is also known as the
blue book on exhibition & economy;
the “China's MICE Industry
Development Annual Report” edited
by Dr. Yuhao; the annual year-end
inventory statistics from the “China
Conventions & Exhibitions” magazine;
statistics from the Global Association
of the Exhibition Industry (UFI) on
MICE industry in China, as well as the
bi-annual white book on “National Policies &
Regulations on MICE Industry” from the “China
International Conference Exhibition” magazine.
However, some industry experts also pointed that
the MICE industry covers a wide range of industry
levels, with different statistical institutions providing
information but without any consistent statistical
criteria, thus resulting in insufficient authority and may
give audience a feeling that the data is not objective
enough. In view of this, the voice from mainland MICE
industry to request for the establishment of industry
standard is becoming more and more obvious. Macao
industry should also consider this aspect seriously.

Conferences with ten thousand participants reflect
excellent carrying capacity
Use of data to reflect industry trend

Macao's MICE industry after ten years of
development, whether they are hardware facilities or
software capabilities, have both reached international
standard. Every year other than organizing a number
of large exhibitions, the scale of conferences are also
becoming larger and larger. Conferences with 10,000
participants have been successfully held and this has
reflected Macao industry's excellent carrying capacity



and also marked the initial result in
developing Macao as an international MICE
city.

The Convention & Exhibition Center at
the Venetian-Resort Macao is one of the
largest MICE venues in Macao, and has
successfully hosted a number of international
conferences and exhibitions since operation
in 2007. These included the “China Macau
Distinguished Gathering”, the “International
Infrastructure Investment and Construction
Forum”, the “Global Tourism Economy
Forum”, etc. According to the information
released by its parent company, Sands China
Ltd, the net revenue in 2013 generated from
conventions & exhibitions, and retail segment
had reached USD215 million. If taking the
assumption that the MICE sector accounts
for 45%, then this would be a revenue of
USD 97 million. It is therefore very obvious

that the promotion impact of conventions and
exhibitions on economy cannot be
overlooked.

Advancement in technology makes it
easier for the public to obtain the necessary
information. The introduction of “cloud
computation” makes people more focus on
the application of “big data” which possesses
four main characteristics, i.e. large volume,
high speed, diversified, and value. Gathering
such a huge database and by means of data
consolidation and analysis to obtain more
additional information for forecasting future
development trend is a major innovation to
every industry. Nevertheless, while we are
using these data for analysis, we should
avoid of being biased by our predefined
standpoint so that the most realistic situation
of the MICE industry can therefore be
reflected. T
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There were 282 meetings and conferences held in
the fourth quarter of 2014; number of participants
decreased by 36.8% year-on-year to 35,309 on
account of a decrease in number of conference
participants. Concurrently, 30 exhibitions were
organized, up by 6 year-on-year; number of attendees
increased by 10.4% year-on-year to 1.03 million. The
average duration of exhibitions was 3.4 days, and the
floor area used totalled 219,734 m?

In accordance with information gathered from 30
exhibition organizers, 9 exhibitions were held for the
first time in Macao, while the other 21 were repeated
exhibitions having held in 2013. The interviewed
organizers had 287 full-time staff engaged in the
organization of these exhibitions.

There were 2,626 exhibitors participating in the
exhibitions, with those from Macao, Mainland China
and Hong Kong accounting for 27.0%, 25.1% and
24.6% respectively. Professional visitors totalled
68,696, coming mainly from Mainland China (34.3%)
and Macao (32.0%). Information from 286 interviewed
exhibitors indicated that sales of products took up a
predominant share (87.7%) of the Receipts, while

rental paid for exhibition booth and construction &
decoration services accounted for 48.1% and 31.7%
respectively of the Expenditure. Regarding
interviewed exhibitors' comments about the MICE
venue and services, 73.8% were satisfied with the
language skill of the venue staff and 69.6% were
satisfied with their attitude and efficiency. However,
18.5% and 10.8% of the exhibitors considered that
promotion of the exhibition and ease of access to the
venue should be improved.

For the whole year of 2014, a total of 1,055 MICE
events were held, comprising 968 meetings and
conferences and 87 exhibitions, up by 4 and 21
respectively year-on-year. November is the peak
month for MICE events, with 114 meetings and
conferences and 14 exhibitions. Total number of
participants and attendees reached 2.61 million, up by
28.6% year-on-year. There were 130 meetings and
conferences having 200 participants or more;
meanwhile, 19 of the exhibitions had 40,000
attendees or more, representing an increase of 6
exhibitions year-on-year.
