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Macao Convention & Exhibition Association (MCEA) was established in
October 2002 with the objective to “Serve, Represent, Coordinate and
Communicate” by means of uniting Macao's MICE industry practitioners and
coping with Macao SAR Government's policy direction in moving towards
internationalization, specialization, boutique and high-end brand exhibitions
as well as bidding for more international MICE events to settle in Macao in an
effort to promote Macao in becoming an international MICE destination.

Presently, MCEA has a total of 96 enterprises members, which fully covers
the MICE industry chain, including event organizers, MICE venue operators,
designers & contractors, advertising / PR / media / publication, transportation
/ logistics, travel agencies, data management / registration system,
comprehensive businesses, human resources / educational training /
certification / consultation as well as telecommunications / audio & visual
equipment / rental services etc. of which majority are local MICE companies,
with 60% being Small and Medium Enterprises (SME).

Since its establishment, MCEA has organized and co-organized various
kinds of events and exhibitions, such as the “Macao International Trade and
Investment Fair " (MIF), “China-Macau Distinguished Gathering” etc.
Besides, in order to further foster business trade exchanges between mainland
China and Macao, and also to assist local SMEs to “go out” to explore
business opportunities and to promote Macao's diversified image, MCEA has
so far hosted the “Dynamic Macao Business and Trade Fair” in 24 major
cities in China already, namely Shanghai, Chongqing, Beijing, Zhengzhou
(Henan), Changchun (Jilin), Nanjing (Jiangsu), Fuzhou (Fujian), Nanning
(Guangxi), Wuhan (Hubei), Mongolia (Inner), Hefei (Anhui), Jinan (Shangdong),
Guiyang (Guizhou), Xian (Shanxi), Hangzhou (Zhejiang), Chengdu (Sichuan),
Liaoning (Shenyang), Changsha (Hunan), Taiyuan (Shanxi), Nanchang (Jiangxi),
Jiangmen (Guangdong), Kunming (Yunnan), Xiamen (Fujian) and Shenzhen
(Guangdong) .

In addition to MICE industry's role of being the
"China-Portugal Platform”, the industry will also strengthen the “One Belt One Road” elements, which can bring
great opportunities to the MICE industry and this encouraged the industry very much.

The 15th Anniversary of Macao Convention & Exhibition Association was kicked off during the CEFCO 2017. Mr.

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MICE industry in the Asia-Pacific region maintains rapid
development

While the current focus of global economy has gradually shifted to the
Asia-Pacific region, MICE industry is also no exception. In 2015, the total
exhibition area had increased by 5.6% in Asia, net sales of exhibition
area and space had reached 19.7 million square meters with China
becoming the largest and India becoming the fastest growing in the
Asian exhibition market. In addition, the Philippines, Indonesia, Vietham
had all recorded a growth rate of 7.2% or more which is higher than the
Asian average of 5.65%.

According to the statistics released by the China Council for the
Promotion of International Trade (CCPIT), exhibition industry in China

has entered the transformation stage
in terms of quality and efficiency
enhancement, the market has
maintained a stable development
trend in 2016. Last year, a total of over
3,000 MICE events were held in
mainland from which the advantages
of Beijing, Shanghai, and Guangdong
were still obvious. Besides, increasing
attention is also paid to the MICE
industries of those second and third-
tier cities where initial results on
building up brand exhibitions can be
seen. Overseas exhibition market has
also shown an upward sign. The
number of countries and regions,
number of events, exhibition areas
and number of exhibitors have all
raised in 2016. For example, just only
the number of exhibitions approved by
CCPIT to be held at the countries
along the “One Belt One Road” has
increased by 25%.

Situation of Macao's MICE industry
development is satisfactory

MICE industry, as one of the
important industries for the realization
of Macao's moderate economic
diversification and with the strong




support of the SAR Government and joint effort of
industry peers, has achieved satisfactory results in
recent years. Number of events has increased from 260
in 2002 to 1,263 in 2015; exhibition area has increased
from 12,000 square meters in 2002 to the current
180,000 square meters. Direct income has also surged
from less than MOP10 million in 2002 to MOP232 million
in 2015. At the same time, marketization has become
stronger and stronger and proportion of government's
subsidization has also decreased year by year.

International industry associations have highly
appraised the development of Macao's MICE industry.
The number of Macao's UFI approved exhibitions has
increased to six. The total net sales of exhibition area in
2015 has grown by 5.9% which is higher than the
average of 5.6% in Asia. As for conferences, a total of 28
ICCA accredited international conferences were held in
Macao in 2015 and Macao is ranked at the 21st position
among Asian-Pacific cities and ranked 93rd worldwide.
All of these have reflected that the attraction of Macao
MICE industry is gradually increasing globally.

Recommendations on Future Development of MICE
Industry

(A) Grasp firmly the opportunities on national
development - In the context of economic globalization,
China is implementing the “Thirteen Five-Year Plan” and
the “One Belt One Road” strategic initiative that involves
trade, economy, and investment of more than 60
countries and regions across Asia, Europe, and Africa of
which covers a total of 4.4 billion population at a total
economic output value of 21 trillion US dollars, thus
creating opportunities for the development and economic
recovery of other industries in the world. MICE industry
needs to play the role of an incubation platform to strive
for the common development of different industries.

(B) Deepen regional cooperation constantly - Macao
MICE industry has been actively involved in Pan-Pearl
River collaboration through exchanges, staff training,
reciprocal exhibitions, etc. to deepen cooperation. MICE
industry can even bypass boundaries effectively, for
instance, the “Forum Macao” is an important platform for
developing cooperation between China and Portuguese-
speaking countries, i.e. Angola, Brazil, Cape Verde,
Guinea-Bissau, Mozambique, Portugal and East Timor.
The “Fifth Ministerial Conference” has started with the
following five aspects: 1) production capacity
cooperation, 2) development cooperation, 3) human &
culture cooperation, 4) marine cooperation, and 5) the
role of Macao platform, plus together with the eighteen

measures to achieve synergy effect with each of the
participating country. Moreover it was through the
“International Infrastructure Investment and Construction
Forum” which has successfully led to the signing of a
cooperation contract worth of USD 1.5 billion between a
Macao construction company and the Mozambican
government.

(C) Combine with feature industry to seek for new
economic growing point. The development of MICE
cannot be separated from the reliance on the industry. In
order to put into practice healthy and sustainable
development of moderate economic diversification, the
SAR Government has proposed to promote actively the
development of MICE, cultural & creative, traditional
Chinese medicine industries so as to build up Macao as
the “World Centre of Tourism and Leisure” and the trade
cooperation platform between China and Portuguese-
speaking countries as well as to take an active role in the
construction of the “One Belt One Road” initiative. Along
with the formation of marine economy, specified finance,
etc. of these emerging industries, it is foreseeable that in
the future, MICE and its related industries will further
create a mutual driving force that will become Macao's
new economic growing point.

(D) Seize the opportunity of “Internet +” — President
Xi Jinping had addressed at the “3rd Internet
Conference” that internet is the most dynamic area for
development in this era. The rapid development of
internet has brought profound changes in our daily life,
giving rise to creation of new opportunities and
challenges for human society. Its development is
boundless. Good governance on the use and
development of internet requires the deepening of
international collaboration in building a community of
common destiny in cyberspace. MICE industry needs to
combine “ Internet+ ” and other innovative technologies,
from close connection of online to offline, new innovative
exhibition mode, etc. to vitalize the MICE industry. These
include big data, cloud computing, combination of virtual
and entity exhibitions so as to develop a never-ending
exhibition.

There are comparatively many constraints on the
global economic recovery. However, the transformation
of MICE industry is deemed necessary for the national
and worldwide economic development, as long as
through strengthening and deepening of international
exchanges and cooperation, making full use of the
boosting effect of the MICE industry, this will speed up
the pace on the recovery of global economy. 1%
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Cultivate Young Generation - Innovate Exhibition Mode

Macao's strategic development for MICE industry is on “Conference First” and has
so far developed an exhibition path with local characteristics. In the future, local MICE
industry will continue to base on “conference first”, to develop specific professional
brand exhibitions, to stabilize quality fairs of originality and themed activities as well as
to drive cultural & creative, Chinese traditional medicine, specified finance, marine
economy, and other emerging industries to move forward.

1) Comparison of the development situation on
Macao MICE industry in 2015 & 2016

Information from the Statistics and Census Service
indicated that a total of 1,276 MICE events were held in
Macao in 2016 with a total of 1.722 million participants
and attendees, out of which 1,195 were conferences and
meetings, an increase of 32 year-on-year with a growth
of participants by 49.2% to 176,000. There were 55
exhibitions with total admissions of 1.5 million, down by
37.3% to 23 year-on-year. Besides a total of 26 incentive
events attracting 45,000 participants were also held last
year.

As noted from above figures, number of
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conferences and number of participants have both
increased, however, number of exhibitions continued to
decline but with improvement in quality. During the past
year, a number of quality MICE events were held and
incentive programs had also shown increasing trend
which implies that Macao is heading towards the
direction of becoming an “international MICE city”.

Macao Convention & Exhibition Association (MCEA)
has successfully bidden a number of ICCA accredited
international conference, seven of which were already
held in Macao in 2016. These included the “11th East
Asia SIAM Conference”, the “14th Asia Pacific
Conference on Giftedness”, the “Mainland and Hong



Kong SAR, Macau SAR Intellectual Property
Symposium 20167, “The 7th International Conference on
Cloud Computing and Big Data”, “The 2nd International
Conference on Fuzzy Systems and Data Mining” and
“The 6th International Conference on Electronics,
Communications and Networks”.

Over the years, different local communities have
not only supported the Macao's MICE industry which
has also experienced increasing reputation and status
internationally. Last year, 28 of ICCA accredited
international conferences were held in Macao and this
has boosted Macao's ranking position from 34th in 2013
to 21st in 2015 and soaring from a global ranking of
156th in 2013 to 93rd in 2015, being at the top 100 for
the first time. Indeed, ranking of many Asian-Pacific
cities have also risen, indicating that the center of
international conferences have shifted gradually to the
Asia-Pacific region.

Last October, Premier Li Kegiang attended “The 5th
Ministerial Conference between China and Portuguese-
speaking Countries” where he proposed to Macao 19
beneficial measures out of which the first one is to
support the SAR Government in organizing the “Global
Tourism Economy Forum” every year as well as stated
clearly in supporting Macao to develop a number of
influential international exhibitions and convention
brands. In January this year, the “13th China Expo
Forum for International Cooperation” (CEFCO 2017)
was held in Macao which was the first city outside
mainland China to hold this event, showing that the
Central Government is very concerned about Macao's
MICE industry.

The SAR Government's first “Five-Year
Development Plan” has mentioned that the number of
exhibitions & conventions, level & scale, have all been
constantly improved and the trend of marketization is
becoming more and more obvious. Government's
funding on exhibition income had dropped from 71.5%
in 2012 to 54.4% in 2015. On the other hand, number of
MICE activities had raised from 266 events in 2002 to
909 in 2015, the industry is showing an upward growth.

2) Challenges and counter-measures faced by the
industry

In 2017 the global economy still faces a lot of
uncertainties and so does the MICE industry. However
industry peers are confident on the future. The
challenges and counter-measures faced by the industry
include the following:
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- Insufficient human resources

MCEA has been actively involved in cultivating
industry professionals during the past years. For
instance, giving lectures on knowledge and situation of
MICE industry to the youths in response to the invitation
from the General Union of Macao Residents'
Association (UGAMM) as well as sharing “the existing
and future situation of Macao MICE industry” with
summer interns and students of the Macau University of
Science & Technology, and members of the Macau
Strategy and Research Development Center. This year,
MCEA plans to continue to work along with different
communities to organize workshops or seminars on
training up MICE talents as well as providing on-site
internship opportunities.

In addition to strengthening training programs, it is
also hoped that top professionals can be introduced to
Macao in the future, including professionals in areas of
project management and marketing. Moreover, a large
number of temporary staff is needed to better assist
during the implementation stage of the event. However,
recruitment of this kind of staff is relatively difficult, it is
therefore hoped that policies for university students in
Macao applying for temporary jobs can be loosened.

- Cost of organizing a MICE event is higher than
neighboring region

Compared with neighboring region, Macao has a
higher operational cost in terms of logistics,
construction, and hotel accommodation and this may
affect some of the events that are planned be held in
Macao. At present, Macao's tourism and leisure facilities
are becoming increasingly plentiful, some large-scale
professional exhibitions have also enhanced their
added-values so as to provide a unique experience on
participating the exhibition. With the development of
innovative technology, new techniques can be used to
help in reducing the cost.

- Not many choices on facilities available for large-
scale exhibitions

In the future, there will be more and more large-
scale exhibitions held in Macao with number of
participant ranging from thousand to ten thousands.
Nonetheless at present moment, there are not many
choices available that can accommodate such kind of
large groups. Despite within the next few years,
Macao's exhibition area will increase from 180,000 sq.
meters to 210,000 sq. meters, yet they are mainly
distributed inside different hotels. In particular, the
Macao peninsula which is lacked of large-scale
exhibition venues and thus is difficult to attract some
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religious or conferences of neutral-nature. Should
conditions be feasible, building up a new convention &
exhibition center is highly recommended.

- Convenience on custom clearance needs to be
improved

The Central government has given great support
to the MICE industry, but the details for the custom
clearance on exhibits are not satisfactory. It is hoped
that the SAR Government and the Mainland Customs
and Border Defense departments can further
strengthen and improve the communication
mechanism, such as like following the example of
Shenzhen in establishing a dedicated Exhibition
Supervision Department to improve the convenience
on custom clearance.

3) Outlook on MICE Industry in 2017

It is expected that the MICE industry will continue
to improve its quality and maintain a steady growth
trend. Industry peers have put forward the following
points:

- Three carriages
development

Macao MICE industry has its own development
features, i.e. to balance the development on 1)
conference first, 2) build up professional brand
exhibitions with own characteristics, and 3) stabilize
quality and fairs of originality.

in driving the industry

In terms of conferences, the three parties of
government, industry, and academia need to
collaborate closely to jointly bid for international
conferences settled in Macao, out of which MCEA has
successfully bidden a number of international
conferences to be held in Macao for the coming two
years. These include the “40th ADFIAP Annual
Meeting”, the “120th International Conference of

Number of meetings & conferences
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ISO/IEC MPEG” as well as the “ITU-T SG16 Annual
Meeting”, etc. Professional brand exhibitions with
characteristics can help in attracting high-end business
travelers to Macao whose consumption power is generally 3
to 4 times higher than ordinary visitors. According to the
statistics released by the Macao Tourism Office, overnight-
stay visitors was about 15.7 million in 2016, an increase of
nearly 10%. This has a certain relation with the MICE
industry in view that the average duration of professional
audience is 3-4 days longer than the average stay of 2.1
days.

For the MICE industry to develop well needs the
participation of the general public. Trade fairs with originality
and thematic activities will enable the public to form a habit
of visiting exhibitions, such as the “Play Hub Expo” which
had injected new elements that were welcome by both local
residents and visitors.

- Cultivate new youth generation actively

In order to cultivate more young people to become the
backbone of the MICE industry, it is planned to establish a
Youth Committee within the Macao Convention and
Exhibition Association in order to provide more frontline
training opportunities. Furthermore, a series of training,
internships, competitions and exchange activities are also
planned to be collaborated with several secondary schools
and tertiary institutions of Macao to train up and reserve
new human resources for the MICE industry.

- Establish a dedicated MICE Bureau

Many international MICE cities, like Singapore, Las
Vegas, they have already set up convention & exhibition
bureaus hiring full-time staff to deal with MICE related
matters. In particular, some international conferences which
may have already started the bidding preparatory work 3 to
5 years prior to the conference with the government leading
a committee and jointly collaborating with the MICE, hotel,
and maritime industries to consolidate resources in terms of
participation and bidding so as to drive industry
development.

- Deepen regional cooperation

Regional cooperation plays an important part in the
development of MICE industry which needs to be in contact
with worldwide industry peers for exchanges and
collaboration from time to time. Last June, MCEA and the
Kunming Exposition Affairs Bureau had signed a
memorandum of cooperation with an aim to establish a
long-term cooperation mechanism in terms of resources
sharing on jointly bidding for international conference and
MICE projects; cultivation of MICE talents and other areas,
etc. of substantive projects being carried out. It is hoped that



regional cooperation in the Pearl River Delta and
Yangtze River Delta can be strengthened in the future.

- Make good use of Internet+ and innovate exhibition
mode

MICE industry needs to advance with time to
integrate into the development trend on innovation and
technology, including micro-computing, big data, micro-
communication and the Internet of Things (loT). MCEA
had signed a cooperation agreement with Tencent
Dayuewang (GD.QQ.COM) to jointly develop Internet +
MICE so as to provide more information concerning
Macao MICE businesses to Guangdong residents and
this can further expand the development of Macao MICE
industry.

4) Suggestions for Macao's moderate economic
diversification
- Promote emerging industries through MICE

Macao is committed to the development of
moderate and diversified economy, in addition to the
MICE, cultural & creative, and traditional Chinese
medicine, marine economy, specified finance and other
emerging industries are also planned for development.
Through the formation process of these industries,
different types of conventions and exhibitions, the
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convergence of exhibitors from different cities, exchange
and consensus from professional audience and
participants are all deemed necessary to create
business opportunities.

- Promote the development of Macao's fashion
design

“Macao Brand” has always been a guarantee of
confidence. The garment industry used to be one of
Macao's pillar industries. By combining both cultural &
creative and the garment industries will further stimulate
the development of related industries. The “Dynamic
Macao Business and Trade Fair” which is held in various
mainland cities will be held in Guangdong (Shenzhen),
and Fujian (Quanzhou) in April and June respectively
this year to promote Macao's fashion design and to seek
for collaborative opportunities.

Conclusion

The development of one industry requires efforts
paid by several generations, inheriting one after another.
MICE industry needs to be well prepared in cultivating a
new generation so that this industry can continue to
sustain and be widely supported by the community. It is
through innovative thinking that Macao can be
developed into a well-known international MICE city. 1%

Information from the Statistics and Census Service (DSEC)
indicated that a total of 371 MICE events were held in the fourth
quarter of 2016, consisting of 352 meetings & conferences, 16
exhibitions and 3 incentive events. Total number of participants and
attendees was 490,000. For the whole year of 2016, a total of 1,276
MICE events were held, comprising 1,195 meetings & conferences,
55 exhibitions and 26 incentive events. Total number of participants
and attendees was 1,722,000.

Number of meetings & conferences held in the fourth quarter
increased by 16 year-on-year, with number of participants rising by
70.6% to 70,000. Those meetings & conferences with 200
participants or more increased by 14 to 73, and number of
participants surged by 103.9% to 54,000 (76.9% of total). Meanwhile,
meetings & conferences of 4 hours or more increased by 39 year-on-
year to 252 (71.6% of total), and number of participants soared by
121.2% to 55,000; the average duration of these meetings &
conferences was 2.0 days, up by 0.1 day year-on-year. The overall
average duration of the meetings & conferences was 1.6 days, up by
0.2 day.

There were 16 exhibitions held in the fourth quarter, down by 7
year-on-year; number of attendees decreased by 48.4% to 405,000,
with the 15 exhibitions organised by non-government organisations
attracting 351,000 attendees. The average duration of the exhibitions
was 3.2 days, down by 0.2 day year-on-year, and total floor area
used dropped by 16.0% to 155,000 m2. Furthermore, 3 incentive
events were held, drawing 14,000 participants; the average duration
of the events was 2.3 days and total floor area used was 172,000 m?

In accordance with information collected from the organisers of
15 exhibitions in the fourth quarter, receipts of these exhibitions
amounted to MOP 74.53 million; expenditure totalled MOP 102
million, which was mainly incurred on production, construction &
decoration (28.7%), publicity & public relations (14.4%) and rental
paid for venue (12.9%). Meanwhile, receipts of the 14 exhibitions
organised by non-government organisations amounted to MOP 72.09
million, of which financial support from government or other
organisations totalled MOP 56.64 million, a decrease of more than
30.0% year-on-year. Expenditure of these exhibitions totalled MOP
74.44 million, of which production, construction & decoration
accounted for 29.4%. The 15 exhibitions together attracted 1,615
exhibitors, with 23.9% coming from Mainland China and 39.5% from
Macao; professional visitors totalled 34,000, with those from Macao
predominating at 41.6%, followed by Mainland China at 26.1%. As for
the exhibitions organised by non-government organisations, number
of exhibitors (869) and professional visitors (31,000) mainly came
from Macao, constituting 42.0% and 41.1% of the respective total.
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Information from 396 interviewed exhibitors in the fourth quarter
indicated that 98.9% of their receipts were generated from sales of
products, while rental paid for exhibition booth accounted for 49.2% of
their expenditure. Regarding comments about the MICE venue and
services, over 80.0% of the interviewed exhibitors were satisfied with the
work efficiency & attitude (81.0%), professionalism (80.5%) and
language skills (80.3%) of the venue staff. A relatively low proportion of
exhibitors were satisfied with the promotion of the exhibition (56.7%), yet
showing an increase of 5.9 percentage points over the previous quarter,
while 12.2% considered that improvement was needed, down by 12.0
percentage points. Among the interviewed exhibitors that had used
services rendered by local companies, the proportions of those who were
satisfied with the services (73.9%) and arrangements (68.5%) of the
companies dropped by 10.8 and 15.7 percentage points respectively
quarter-to-quarter.

For the whole year of 2016, number of meetings & conferences
increased by 32 year-on-year, and total number of participants rose by
49.2% to 176,000. Those meetings & conferences with 200 participants
or more went up by 43 to 197, with number of participants surging by
93.5% to 123,000. Meetings & conferences of 4 hours or more
decreased by 23 to 788, yet number of participants increased by 57.9%
to 132,000. The overall average duration of the meetings & conferences
was 1.5 days, down by 0.1 day year-on-year. On the other hand, number
of exhibitions decreased by 23 year-on-year, bringing the number of
attendees (1,500,000) and total floor area used (309,000 m?) down by
37.3% and 21.8% respectively. There were 49 exhibitions organised by
non-government organisations, down by 25 year-on-year, with number of
attendees falling by 40.0% to 1,289,000; among them, number of
exhibitions with 20,000 attendees or more (23) decreased by 15 and
number of attendees (1,141,000) dropped by 37.7%. Moreover, number
of incentive events totalled 26, drawing 45,000 participants.

In accordance with information collected from the organisers of 54
exhibitions for the whole year of 2016, receipts of these exhibitions
amounted to MOP 159 million, with rental of exhibition booths accounting
for 55.4% of the total. Expenditure of the exhibitions totalled MOP 220
million, which was mainly incurred on production, construction &
decoration (27.7% of total) and publicity & public relations (19.0%). The
net amount generated from the 48 exhibitions organised by non-
government organisations by deducting the expenditure (MOP 135
million, excluding operating expenses of the organisations) from the
receipts (MOP 153 million) was MOP 17.58 million, an improvement from
the MOP 1.85 million deficit in 2015.

The 54 exhibitions together attracted 4,787 exhibitors in 2016, with
25.8% coming from Mainland China and 36.7% from Macao.
Professional visitors totalled 99,000, coming primarily from Mainland
China (21.0% of total) and Macao (54.6%). Exhibitors (2,868) attending
exhibitions organised by non-government organisations mainly came
from Macao (39.3% of total) and Hong Kong (25.0%); professional
visitors totalled 90,000 and 55.4% were from Macao. Information from
1,400 interviewed exhibitors in 2016 indicated that 97.5% of their receipts
were generated from sales of products, while rental paid for exhibition
booth accounted for 56.2% of their expenditure. AC
