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Brief Infroduction of MCEA

Macao Convention & Exhibition Association (MCEA) was
established in October 2002 with the objective to “Serve, Represent,
Coordinate and Communicate” through uniting local MICE industry
peers. Presently, MCEA has a total of 96 enterprises members, which
fully cover the MICE industry chain of which with 60% being Small and
Medium Enterprises (SME). In June 2017, MCEA has also established
the Youth Committee to foster a new generation. It is expected that

with this new blood Macao's MICE industry can be inherited.

After experiencing the cultivating start-up phase, Macao's MICE
industry has progressed remarkably into the sustainable development
stage and has gradually transited from aiming for increase in quantity
previously to quality enhancement currently and is heading towards
the direction of internationalization, specialization, marketization, and
branding. International conferences, professional exhibitions and high-
quality tradeshows are the three main carriages leading the local MICE
industry to move forward. Besides, MCEA has organized and co-
organized various kinds of events and exhibitions, such as Macao's
largest UFI approved events, i.e. the “Macao International Trade and
Investment Fair” (MIF) and the “China - Macau Distinguished
Gathering” . Besides, to further foster business exchanges between
China and Macao as well as to assist local SMEs to “go international
" to explore opportunities, MCEA has so far hosted the popular
"Dynamic Macao Business and Trade Fair” in over 25 major cities in

China already.

Furthermore, MCEA has also initiated relevant training programs
to enhance members' professionalism through collaboration and
academic exchanges with relevant local and overseas industry
institutes and organizations. With the sponsorship support from
Macau Foundation, MCEA also publishes the “Macau Convention &
Exhibition” magazines and the monthly “Special Issue on MICE
Information” on major local newspapers. MCEA is currently a
member of Asia Federation of Exhibition and Convention Associations
(AFECA), China Association for Exhibition Centers and China
Convention & Exhibition Event Society. ¥

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The Macao SAR Government and the Alibaba Group signed the “Strategic Cooperation Framework Agreement on
the Construction of a Smart City” which was expected to accelerate the pace of building a “smart city” in Macao
by borrowing the effort of this strong network brand and had aroused attention from the community. Macao MICE
industry has also been actively exploring the development of “smart exhibitions & conventions” and at the same time
MCEA is planning to organize a forum based on the theme of “Smart MICE Events” which will be held in coming
December. This will also become an important part of building a “smart city”.

Despite “Conference First” is the development direction of Macao MICE industry, exhibition is also performing fairly
well. According to the 13th edition of its annual report on the Trade Fair Industry in Asia, published by UFI, Macao,
being one of the fastest developed and smallest exhibition markets in the Asian region, was the one with the best
performance over the past five years. This has undoubtedly injected a strong boost for the development of Macao
MICE industry. Nevertheless, where there are opportunities, there are challenges. It is expected that the SAR
government will continue to provide supporting measures for the exhibition industry to develop more brand
exhibitions.

Earlier in July, MCEA Youth Committee had organized a delegation to Shanghai for exchange and visits to the
Shanghai International Exhibition Co. Ltd.; the “China Joy 2017” which occupied an exhibition area of 170,000 sq.
meters; the “Creation of Adam — Michelangelo's Frescos Global Tour Asian Debut” as well as the world's largest
national MICE center (Shanghai) in terms of an architectural unit and an integrated convention & exhibition complex.
The visit was very fruitful and has proven that such kind of activity is helpful in broadening young members' vision
and inspiring their thoughts. It is pleased to know that MCEA will be organizing more activities for the youth in near
- future, for instance the “Macao Tertiary Institution Students Conference Challenge 2017/2018” and seminars on

- 3rd Standing Committee Meeting 2017

The 3rd Standing Committee Meeting of Macao Convention & Exhibition
Association (MCEA) was held on 15 September 2017 with the presence of MCEA
Chairman - Duan Hongyi who had given an important message to all attendants during

the meeting.

Duan Hongyi expressed that the outstanding
performance of Macao MICE industry during the past 5
years within the Asian region has to be credited to the
efforts paid by all members as well as the affirmation
from the Macao SAR government and the Liaison
Office of the Central People's government in the
Macao S.A.R. (thereafter referred as Macao Liaison
Office). The Central government has proposed that the
economy of Macao should aim for sustainable
moderate diversification. Both the Macao SAR
government and the community are making
recommendations. Therefore in recent years, various
departments and ministries from Central government
have frequently come to Macao to conduct studies and
it is hoped that by means of some important emerging
industries, like MICE, Chinese traditional medicine,
culture & creative and featured finance, etc. can be
developed in balance with the gaming industry.

As for Macao MICE industry, this can be both an
opportunity and challenge, the industry should think
about how to better face the Macao market, be more
innovative and explorative. Hence, MCEA has
launched a series of youth fostering programs, through
the new mindset and enthusiasm of young people to
change the inherent concept of the MICE industry.
Besides, MCEA will be electing a new term of Board of
Directors this year, it is hoped that under the support of
both the Macao SAR government and the Macao
Liaison Office, all members should work collectively
together to drive Macao MICE industry further way
forward.

Alan Ho, President of Board of Director MCEA,
had also mentioned in the working report that both the

Macao SAR government and the Macao Liaison Office
are very concerned about the development of the
association and hope that MCEA can assist the SAR
government on the top-level design plans of the MICE
industry. Secondly, while promoting abroad, such as
the “Dynamic Macao Business and Trade Fair’, the
direction should head towards being high-end and
quality oriented. Lastly, he hopes that MCEA can make
use of the MICE industry to unite industry efforts to
promote Macao's moderate economic diversification.

Professional exhibitions in Macao have maintained
steady development in recent years, the annual growth
has increased 50% from 2012 to 2016. According to
the 13th edition of its annual report on the Trade Fair
Industry in Asia, published by UFI, Macao was the one
with the best performance in the Asian region over the
past five years. While at the same time, there were 37
ICCA accredited international conferences held in
Macao last year and ranked at the 17th within the Asia-
Pacific region, just behind Beijing, Hong Kong,
Shanghai, and Taipei and was also ahead of other
surrounding MICE cities. MCEA had established the
“Bidding Team” five years ago. Out of the newly
increased 12 ICCA accredited conferences last year,
MCEA had accounted 7 of them and with 6 this year,
including top international conferences. Ho would like
to call upon industry members to actively take part in
bidding for international conferences. With the
completion of the Hong Kong-Zhuhai-Macao Bridge,
the transport network within the region will become
more and more convenient. In the future, there will be
more international conferences settling in Macao and
this is also an important development direction for the
local MICE industry. ¥

At present, there are four large bay areas in the world, namely the “New York Bay
Area”, “San Francisco Bay Area”, “Tokyo Bay Area” and the latest “Guangdong, Hong
Kong and Macao Greater Bay Area”. The “New York Bay Area” is famous for its
financial industry, whereas “San Francisco Bay Area” is dominated by technology
research and development, and “Tokyo Bay Area” is known for its multi-industries.
These three bay areas, with each possessing its own characteristics, have become
very important regions for the global economic development. The country is committed
to developing the “Guangdong, Hong Kong and Macao Greater Bay Area” into the
world's fourth bay area. The Development Plan for the City Cluster was formally
proposed in the Central Government Work Report this year to deepen integration
between Hong Kong, Macao and Mainland, to make use of the unique advantages of
Hong Kong and Macao as well as to enhance the status and function in the

development of the country's economy and openness to the outside world.

Being a member of the Committee for the
Development of Conventions & Exhibitions and Vice
Chairman of Macao Convention & Exhibition
Association, Kuan Vai Lam expressed that the
Guangdong, Hong Kong, and Macao, each has its own
industrial structure of characteristics of which one of the
main points is to include Hong Kong & Macao in
becoming the most opened “city cluster”. Hong Kong
and Macao are both practicing the “One Country Two
Systems” which have the convenience of “One Country”
and the advantage of “Two Systems”. Both cities are
typical examples of “free ports” in practicing free trade
policies and are tax independent. These are all
irreplaceable by other cities for the function and effect of
the country's openness to the outside world. However
the positioning of Macao's development in becoming a
“World Tourism and Leisure Center” and the “China —
Portuguese-speaking Countries Economic & Trade
Services Platform”, whether it is “One Center” or “One
Platform”, are all considered helpful in driving the
country to be more opened and deeply involved in global
economic governance. Being one of Macao's emerging
industries, MICE has been developing rapidly in recent
years. Its effect is not only being an important platform
for international economic and trade exchanges and
cooperation, but has also established a channel for the

modern services and manufacturing industries of the
Guangdong province to “go international”.

MICE industry integrating into the “Guangdong,
Hong Kong and Macao Greater Bay Area” to seek
for larger development opportunities

Kuan pointed that Macao has a history of over 400
years blended with Chinese and Western cultures,
particularly its long-term economic and trade exchanges
with the Portuguese-speaking countries (hereafter
referred as PSCs) as well as connection networks with
overseas business communities, these are all favorable
for the development of local MICE industry due to its
timing, geographical advantage and human relations. By
making use of the close cooperation between the MICE
industry and the Guangdong based manufacturing
industry and taking the industry as main support, MICE
industry can be used as the platform to mutually
promote and to introduce the products of modern
service industries and manufacturing industries to
outside world and at the same time to bring in products
from the PSCs. By doing so an industrial chain can be
created. Therefore he believed that Macao MICE
industry can be integrated into the Bay Area to seek for
larger development opportunities but on the other hand
may also faces challenges.
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There is a complementary relationship between the
mainstream industry and the MICE industry. A successful
convention and exhibition city first of all needs to be
supported by a dependable industry. That is to say, the
local leading industry can bring “vitality” to the MICE
industry. Some experts believe that with reference to the
number of exhibitions held in a city, 20% is closely
related to its mainstream industry. For instance, the town
of Yiwu, its fast growing small commodity industry has
also stimulated the thriving of Yiwu's MICE industry.

In summary, Kuan thinks this is an opportunity. The
nine cities inside the Bay Area, each possesses own
peculiar features. The dominating modern services and
manufacturing industries have practically provided
favorable conditions to Macao MICE industry for joint
development. Moreover, among the five mainland MICE
economic industrial belts, i.e. the Bohai Sea, Yangtze
River Delta, Pearl River Delta, the Northeast and the
Midwest, only the Pearl River Delta economic belt is
inside the Bay Area and has possessed already a
number of renowned MICE cities.

By means of the MICE platform to develop a huge
industrial chain

Kuan mentioned that the MICE economic industrial
belt of Pearl River Delta has its distinctive features. Its
early start of reform and opening to the outside world

had brought in advanced international technology,
management style and investment. Together with its
manufacturing industry which is more maturely
developed within the region, an international production
and processing base was thus established with a more
systematic industrial processing system. By making use
of the advantages of the manufacturing industries, a
number of famous exhibition events were organized,
such as the Canton Fair, Shenzhen International Cultural
Industry Fair, Dongguan Furniture Fair, Guangzhou
Lighting Exhibition and other popular exhibition activities.
At present, the development plan for the city cluster of
“Guangdong, Hong Kong, Macao Greater Bay Area” has
been put forward, this implies that the manufacturing
industry of the Guangdong cities needs to explore
business networks for further development and be
upgraded so as to satisfy the demand of the overall
economic development of the Bay Area.

He said that Macao MICE industry can make use of
the manufacturing industry of the Bay Area to organize
or co-organize some international MICE events. On one
hand, this will help in promoting the development of
Macao MICE industry and on the other hand industries
of the Bay Area can gain greater exposure and business
promotional effect through Macao MICE industry so as
to further promote the development of the manufacturing
industries of the Bay Area. Kuan pointed that the key to
organizing an exhibition is to attract more professional




buyers to participate. Macao as the “China -
Portuguese-speaking Countries Economic & Trade
Services Platform” has maintained close contacts with
these countries, it will be very helpful to the development
of the Bay Area if these PSCs can be attracted to the
markets of the Pearl River Delta region. Furthermore the
relevant products manufactured by Guangdong are in
urgent need by the PSCs, hence by means of exhibitions
to introduce the products to these markets can form a
huge industrial chain.

The MICE industry can play a role in resource
integration in the Bay Area. By using the advantages of
industries, venues, human resources, etc. and making
use of the Macao MICE platform to centralize industry
exhibits more impressively to the PSCs markets. When
the overall economy of the Bay Area is upgraded, this
will create a supporting and promotional effect on the
“One Belt One Road” initiative. Macao as a node city of
the “Maritime Silk Road”, it is believed that by joining the
construction of the Bay Area, Macao can further get
involved in the construction of the “One Belt One Road”.

Nevertheless, Kuan mentioned that Macao faces
many challenges too. First of all, there are a number of
famous MICE cities within the Bay Area, including
Guangzhou, Hong Kong, Shenzhen whose MICE
industry is maturely developed, whereas Macao is just a
rising star. How can Macao integrate into the joint
development of the Bay Area? The key lies in
cooperation. Firstly, Macao government and the MICE
industry need to take the initiative to “walk out” and seek
for opportunities to jointly collaborate with concerned
organizations and departments of those in the Bay Area,
and specially with local MICE industry practitioners.
Secondly, Macao should fully utilize the favorable
conditions of the role as “One Center One platform” and
being a node city of the “One Belt One Road” to build up
a platform and provide a channel for the manufacturing
industries of the Bay Area to sell their products in
overseas.

Build large-scale venues in new reclamation area to
benefit the community

Kuan believes that the Macao SAR Government is
determined to base on “Conference First” as the
direction for the MICE industry development and this is
suitable for Macao's current objective conditions. During
the past 1 to 2 years of practice, through introducing

large-scale of international conferences settled in Macao,
has already proved that the direction is correct. He thinks
that organizing a conference does not need a large
number of human resources. Conference participants
mostly come from different groups and organizations and
this has created a certain positive impact on promoting
Macao's tourism and economic diversification.

In order to enable Macao's economy to have an
overall balanced development, the government
advocates the introduction of MICE events into the
communities. However, there are not many MICE
locations at the Macao peninsula which is also lacked of
a large venue for organizing large-scale events. He
hopes that the government will reserve some land in the
future five reclamation zones for the construction of an
integrated complex in holding large-scale activities. This
complex will mostly be used for holding MICE events but
at the same time can be used for sports tournament,
cultural performances, concerts and so on. This is one of
the measures for organizing some MICE activities in the
communities for a balanced development of Macao's
overall economy.

He said that although there are nearly 200,000 sq.
meters of exhibition venues in Macao, yet they are
mostly owned by large enterprises which have their own
management system. Therefore this may not be very
helpful to local SMEs. He suggested that the
construction of an integrated complex in the new
reclamation zone should be owned by the government.
When it is outsourced to private enterprises for
management, government can define relevant policies
and introduce convenient measures to allow more local
SMEs participate in all aspects of the exhibition to gain
development opportunities. While at the meantime, these
5 new reclamation zones are close to the communities of
the Macao peninsula which is convenient for the
business travelers to walk into the communities for visit
and consumption so as to stimulate the economic
development of the communities. He mentioned that
Macao MICE industry takes on a dual-track parallel
development approach, one track is based on trade fairs
targeted towards general public and the other track is the
professional exhibitions targeted towards professional
audience, i.e. this type of exhibition will attract business
audience with broader coverage and will play a greater
role in promoting community development. ¥
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Number of conferences and attendants both
showed continuous growth
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Information from the Statistics and Census Service (DSEC)
indicated that a total of 333 MICE events were held in the second
quarter of 2017, including 308 meetings & conferences, 11 exhibitions
and 14 incentives. Total number of participants and attendees was
405,000.

Number of meetings & conferences held in the second quarter
increased by 16 year-on-year, with number of participants rising by
26.1% to 45,000. Meetings & conferences with 200 participants or more
rose by 3 to 54, and number of participants went up by 36.9% to 32,000
(70.8% of total). Meanwhile, meetings & conferences of 4 hours or
more increased by 11 year-on-year to 195, with number of participants
(36,000) growing by 38.4%; the average duration of these meetings &
conferences was 1.9 days, the same as in the second quarter of 2016.
The overall average duration of the meetings & conferences was 1.4
days.

Number of exhibitions held in the second quarter decreased by 7
year-on-year to 11, bringing the number of attendees down by 14.0% to
351,000. Among the exhibitions, 10 were organised by non-government
organisations, with number of attendees dropping by 15.0% year-on-
year to 342,000. The overall average duration of the exhibitions stood
at 3.8 days, up by 0.4 day year-on-year; total floor area used
decreased by 2.1% to 84,000 m> Number of incentives increased by 6
year-on-year to 14 while number of participants (8,670) registered a
decline of 62.9%. The average duration of the incentives was 3.1 days
and total floor area used was 22,000 mz.

In accordance with information provided by the exhibition
organisers, receipts of the 11 exhibitions totalled MOP 77.51 million,
with rental receipts of exhibition booths accounting for the majority at
74.5%. Expenditure totalled MOP 56.39 million, which was mainly
incurred on production, construction & decoration (29.6%), rental paid
for the venue (17.4%) and publicity & public relations (15.9%). With
regard to the 10 exhibitions organised by non-government
organisations, receipts amounted to MOP 76.40 million, of which 74.2%
was generated from rental receipts of exhibition booths; meanwhile,
financial support from government and other organisations (MOP 3.54
million) contributed merely 4.6% of the total, down by 4.8 percentage
points from 9.4% in the second quarter of 2016. Expenditure amounted
to MOP 33.06 million, of which production, construction & decoration
and rental paid for the venue took up 32.8% and 23.1% respectively.
After deducting the expenditure and financial support from government
and other organisations from the receipts, the exhibitions organised by
non-government organisation recorded net receipts of MOP 39.81
million, an improvement from MOP 16.59 million in the second quarter
of 2016.
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The exhibitions in the second quarter attracted 1,140 exhibitors,
with 28.7% coming from Mainland China and 28.1% from Macao.
Meanwhile, professional visitors totalled 22,000, with those from Macao
making up 36.4%. The exhibitions organised by non-government
organisations drew 684 exhibitors (35.8% from Hong Kong) and 15,000
professional visitors (34.5% from Macao).

Information from 298 interviewed exhibitors in the second quarter
indicated that 99.1% of their receipts were generated from sales of
products, while rental paid for exhibition booths accounted for 53.5% of
their expenditure. Regarding comments from the interviewed exhibitors,
50.5% were satisfied with the promotion of the exhibition, up by 7.7
percentage points quarter-to-quarter; the proportions of those who
complimented on venue management (78.5%) and professionalism of
venue staff (80.3%) went up by 12.2 percentage points and 16.4
percentage points respectively. Among the interviewed exhibitors who
had used services rendered by local companies, the proportions of those
who were satisfied with the services (73.6%) and the arrangements
(73.6%) of local companies increased 1.6 percentage points and 7.2
percentage points respectively quarter-to-quarter.

In the first half year of 2017, a total of 699 MICE events were held
and total number of participants and attendees was 627,000. Number of
meetings & conferences increased by 66 year-on-year to 652, and
number of participants surged by 61.9% to 99,000. Meetings &
conferences of 4 hours or more went up by 77 to 442, with number of
participants soaring by 98.3% to 79,000. Number of exhibitions
decreased by 4 year-on-year to 18, bringing the number of attendees
(514,000) down slightly by 0.7%. There were 17 exhibitions organised by
non-government organisations, with number of attendees decreasing by
1.4% to 505,000. Number of incentives increased by 9 year-on-year to
29, while number of participants (13,000) dropped by 48.1%. In
accordance with information collected from the organisers of 18
exhibitions in the first half year of 2017, receipts and expenditure of these
exhibitions amounted to MOP 83.01 million and MOP 61.98 million
respectively, with receipts (MOP 81.90 million) of the 17 exhibitions
organised by non-government organisations being higher than their
expenditure (MOP 38.66 million). The net receipts of these exhibitions
after deducting the expenditure and financial support from government
and other organisations was MOP 38.55 million, an upsurge of 158.3%
from MOP 14.92 million in the first half year of 2016. 1¥é
