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Brief Infroduction of MCEA

Macao Convention & Exhibition Association (MCEA) was
established in October 2002 with the objective to “Serve, Represent,
Coordinate and Communicate” through uniting local MICE industry
peers. Presently, MCEA has a total of 92 enterprises members, which
fully cover the MICE industry chain of which with 60% being Small and
Medium Enterprises (SME). In June 2017, MCEA has also established
the Youth Committee to foster a new generation. It is expected that

with this new blood Macao's MICE industry can be inherited.

After experiencing the cultivating start-up phase, Macao's MICE
industry has progressed remarkably into the sustainable development
stage and has gradually transited from aiming for increase in quantity
previously to quality enhancement currently and is heading towards the
direction of internationalization, specialization, marketization, and
branding. International conferences, professional exhibitions and high-
quality tradeshows are the three main carriages leading the local MICE
industry to move forward. Besides, MCEA has organized and co-
organized various kinds of events and exhibitions, such as Macao's
largest UFI approved events, i.e. the “Macao International Trade and
Investment Fair” (MIF) and the “China - Macau Distinguished
Gathering” . Besides, to further foster business exchanges between
China and Macao as well as to assist local SMEs to “go international ”
to explore opportunities, MCEA has so far hosted the popular

"Dynamic Macao Business and Trade Fair” in over 31 major cities in

China already.

Furthermore, MCEA has also initiated relevant training programs to
enhance members' professionalism through collaboration and
academic exchanges with relevant local and overseas industry institutes
and organizations. With the sponsorship support from Macau
Foundation, MCEA also publishes the “Macau Convention &
Exhibition” magazines and the monthly “Special Issue on MICE

Q t the beginning of 2020, the new coronavirus COVID-19 started to spread in the Greater China

The Macao MICE industry actively responded to the government's call and made concerted efforts in
combating the epidemic through canceling or postponing the holding of large-scale public events one after
another to avoid crowd gatherings so that the risk of virus spreading can be minimized. It is estimated that
there are more than 700 projects affected by this epidemic, accounting for about half of the whole year's
events. With the spread of the epidemic around the whole world, the number of international convention and
exhibition activities has decreased significantly. The Global Association of the Exhibition Industry (UFI) has
recently released for the first time an assessment report on “Economic Impact that COVID-19 is having on
Trade Shows and Exhibitions” which mentioned that by the end of the 2nd quarter, an estimated of 81.6
billion euros of total economic output will be evaporated. However at the same time it also emphasized that
business models like exhibitions and conferences are express channels to stimulate any economic
recovery.

Although the convention and exhibition industry is severely affected by this covid-19 pandemic, yet
industry members and units still fulfill their corporate social responsibilities and have donated anti-virus
supplies such as alcohol and masks to both the SAR Government and to areas in need. In recent years, the
industry has been developing sustainably and thus its anti-epidemic ability is relatively good. The industry
is basically optimistic about the long-term development of the MICE industry. %
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Measures taken by the MICE industry for combating
the coronavirus (COVID-19) pandemic

The outbreak of the coronavirus COVID-19 has caused a lot of impact on Macao's
society, economy and citizens' livelihood. In light of its seriousness, Macao SAR
Government responded rapidly, Chief Executive Ho lat Seng, met with Zhong Nanshan,
Head of the Senior Specialist Group of the National Health Commission to discuss about
the deployment of prevention and control work in a scientific way. Five secretaries also
held separate meetings with representatives of different associations, communities and
business organizations during the beginning of this pandemic in proposing the
prevention and control measures implemented by the government. The Macao Trade and
Investment Promotion Institute (IPIM) as the coordinator of Macao's convention and
exhibition industry, also held joint meetings with industry representatives every month to
discuss the countermeasures. In face of this coronavirus pandemic, the industry needs to
brainstorm and define collectively short, medium and long-term measures to overcome
this difficult moment.

he Macao MICE industry values the health of all
residents and employees, and is actively responding
to the call of the SAR Government to cancel or postpone
any large public events to avoid crowds gathering so that
the risk of virus spreading can be minimized. MICE
activities in the first quarter of this year have been

basically cancelled or postponed, the second quarter will
also be affected to some extent. Judging from the current
situation, MICE activities for the first season will likely be
postponed rather than being cancelled, i.e. 3/4 will be
postponed whereas 1/4 will be cancelled. However, since
the second half of the year is normally the peak season



for the MICE industry, some of the postponed events may
encounter difficulties in finding suitable dates and
hotels/venues and this will cause increase in cost which
will eventually lead to cancellation. The industry estimates
that there will be a reduction of over 500 events this year
due to this coronavirus outbreak of which is about one-
third of the whole year's events.

Let's brainstorm to come up with short, medium and
long-term measures

Macao's MICE industry possesses an
internationalized characteristic. The World Health
Organization (WHQO) announced on January 30, 2020 that
the epidemic has constituted a “Public Health Emergency
of International Concern”. International visitors and
businessmen are paying close attention to its
development which will have an impact on considering
whether to hold international conferences in Macao or
not. It is expected that the number of international
conferences in the first half of the year will be greatly
reduced. At the same time, the pandemic has already
spread throughout the world, and some large overseas
international conventions and exhibitions have also been
cancelled.

In order to boost up the development of Macao
MICE industry after the pandemic, the industry has
brainstormed a series of short, medium and long-term
measures to be launched in an orderly manner. In the
short term, the MICE industry is in a suspended condition,
therefore, during this period of time, employees are
encouraged to take online studies to improve
professionalism and ability and be better equipped for
future opportunities and challenges. Secondly, due to the
impact of this pandemic, SMEs of the MICE industry are
encountering difficulties in business operation and they
hope that the SAR Government can introduce some
favorable policies such as do not lower again the support
on existing projects and the subsidizing standards for
incentive measures. As far as possible, the convention
and exhibition activities that have been arranged this year
will only be postponed instead of cancelling them, etc. It is
believed that all these relevant measures will help ease
the industry's dilemma.

Policies support to help SMEs find a way out

In terms of medium run, we need to find a way out
for the SMEs. After the coronavirus pandemic, it is hoped
that the SAR government can support Macao in
organizing activities like consumer carnivals to revitalize
community economy. On the other hand, they can
arrange for the industry to “go out” to promote the local
convention and exhibition industry, especially in the
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Guangdong-Hong Kong-Macao Greater Bay Area,
Southeast Asia and other major MICE sources cities of
where there are no more coronavirus infected patients in
order to hold promotional roadshows for restoring
merchants' confidence on Macao's MICE market.

In order to relieve the hardship of the general public,
the SAR Government has introduced a number of
economic assistance measures to stimulate local
consumption and to boost domestic demand. These
include distributing to each Macao resident a MOP 3,000
electronic coupon for consumption in Macao's food &
beverages, retail/supermarkets, lifestyle department
stores, etc. of various industries for a period of 3 months.
It is also suggested to consider popularizing this initiative
to carnival fairs held in Macao, while benefiting SMEs, it
can also stimulate the development of MICE related
industries and further increase the multiple effect of these
electronic coupons.

Create a new convention & exhibition model and
theme project in the long-term

In the long run, it is necessary to revive the
confidence of overseas businessmen to come to Macao
to organize exhibitions and conventions. Exhibition
venues must be well prepared on epidemic prevention
and disinfection, be well equipped with sufficient masks
and disinfection supplies. The organizer and exhibitors
must raise awareness on hygiene issues during the
exhibition and ensure the staff concerned are healthy and
tidy. In addition, it is recommended that the SAR
Government establish a convention and exhibition
industry development fund to support and promote long-
term development of the MICE industry.

The occurrence of this pandemic will accelerate the
development of “Smart Exhibition”, the industry needs to
think about creating a new model for the MICE industry,
such as making use of live broadcast for conferences,
virtual reality (VR), radio frequency identification (RFID)
technology, as well as online and offline integration to
push for industry transformation and upgrade. In order to
effectively promote the digital operation of Macao's
convention and exhibition activities, it is recommended
that IPIM should set up an online exhibition platform and
open it to the industry for online business matching and
staff training. On the other hand in the future, the society
will pay more attention to the fields of health, hygiene,
sports and artificial intelligence. The industry also needs
to cultivate new themed exhibition projects, create more
high-quality events, and promote the sustainable
development of the MICE industry. 7

MICE statistics for the 4th quarter of 2019
-Number of MICE events is increasing continuously

Information from the Statistics and Census Service (DSEC) indicated that number of
MICE events held in the fourth quarter of 2019 remained unchanged year-on-year at 461,
including 432 meetings & conferences, 21 exhibitions and 8 incentives. Number of
participants and attendees edged down by 0.4% to 733,000. For the whole year of 2019, a
total of 1,536 MICE events were held, an increase of 109 year-on-year, with 1,459 meetings
& conferences (+117), 58 exhibitions (-2) and 19 incentives (-6). Number of participants
and attendees totalled 2,003,000, a drop of 5.4%.

N umber of meetings & conferences held in the fourth
quarter increased by 3 year-on-year; number of
participants grew by 22.5% to 96,000, driven by a 27.1%
growth in those attending meetings & conferences with
200 participants or more (75,000). The average duration
of the meetings & conferences went up by 0.1 day to 1.5
days, while total floor area used inched down by 0.9% to
460,000 m2.

Number of exhibitions went down by 1 year-on-year
to 21 in the fourth quarter, with number of attendees
dropping by 3.9% to 629,000. Exhibitions organised by
non-government organisations (19) decreased by 1 and
number of attendees (513,000) fell by 3.4%. The average
duration of the exhibitions extended by 0.2 day year-on-
year to 3.5 days, and total floor area used expanded by
6.6% to 200,000 m2 Meanwhile, number of incentives
reduced by 2 year-on-year, whereas number of
participants (7,190) and total floor area used (25,000 m?)
leaped by 306.2% and 261.6% respectively. The average
duration of these incentives was 3.0 days, up by 0.2 day.

Among the exhibitions held in the fourth quarter of
2019, information on 19 exhibitions provided by the
organisers indicated that their receipts and expenditure
amounted to MOP 74.96 million and MOP 137 million
respectively. Receipts of the 17 exhibitions held by non-
government organisations totalled MOP 71.56 million, of
which 66.7% came from financial support from the
government and other organisations and 29.0% were
generated from rental of exhibition booths. Expenditure of
these exhibitions stood at MOP 96.81 million, with 23.9%
being incurred on installation, decoration & audio-visual
performance, etc. and 21.1% on rental paid for the venue.
After deducting expenditure as well as financial support
from the government and other organisations from

receipts, these exhibitions recorded a negative value of
MOP 72.99 million.

For the whole year of 2019, number of participants in
meetings & conferences dropped by 1.4% year-on-year to
292,000, as a consequence of a notable decline in
participants in the second quarter. Total floor area used
for the meetings & conferences decreased by 29.8% to
1,194,000 m?, the average duration rose by 0.1 day to 1.5
days. Number of exhibition attendees dropped by 4.3%
year-on-year to 1,689,000, with those participating in
exhibitions held by non-government organisations
(1,419,000) falling by 4.5%. The exhibitions occupied a
total floor area of 370,000 m?, a growth of 6.4%, while
their average duration remained the same as in 2018, at
3.4 days. Number of participants in incentives totalled
22,000 and total floor area used was 151,000 m?
representing a sizable reduction of 60.2% and 61.2%
respectively year-on-year; meanwhile, the average
duration of the incentives grew by 0.4 day to 3.0 days.

In accordance with the information on 56 exhibitions
provided by the organisers in 2019, their receipts and
expenditure amounted to MOP 180 million and MOP 292
million respectively. Receipts of the 48 exhibitions
organised by non-government organisations totalled MOP
172 million, with rental of exhibition booths constituting
60.1% of the total. These exhibitions incurred MOP 148
million in expenditure, of which installation, decoration &
audio-visual performance, etc. and rental paid for venue
took up 26.7% and 20.8% respectively. After deducting
expenditure and financial support from the government
and other organisations (MOP 60.32 million) from
receipts, these exhibitions registered a negative value of
MOP 36.57 million; the difference was larger as compared
to the negative amount of MOP 29.15 million in 2018. %
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Results of visitor expenditure survey for the 4th quarter of 2019
-The per capita consumption of a MICE visitor has increased by

7.8% year-on-year

Information from the Statistics and Census Service (DSEC) indicated that total
spending (excluding gaming expenses) of visitors in the fourth quarter of 2019 dropped by
11.8% year-on-year to MOP16.24 billion; total spending of overnight visitors (MOP12.57
billion) declined by 16.0% while that of same-day visitors (MOP3.67 billion) went up by
6.1%. For the whole year of 2019, total spending of visitors amounted to MOP64.08 billion,
down by 8.0% year-on-year; total spending of overnight visitors (MOP49.96 billion) fell by
11.2% whereas that of same-day visitors (MOP14.12 billion) rose by 5.0%.

Per—capita spending of visitors went down by 4.3%
year-on-year to MOP1,765 in the fourth quarter of
2019, marking a drop for five consecutive quarters since
the fourth quarter of 2018; spending of overnight visitors
(MOP2,883) reduced by 5.9% while that of same-day
visitors (MOP759) rose by 11.9%. Visitors from Singapore
and the Republic of Korea spent an average of
MOP2,144 and MOP2,073 respectively, an upsurge of
25.4% and 31.8% year-on-year. Per-capita spending of
visitors from mainland China (MOP2,014) decreased by
3.7%, spending of those from Hong Kong (MOP1,000)
and Taiwan (MOP1,436) saw a decline.

For the whole year of 2019, per-capita spending of
visitors fell by 16.5% year-on-year to MOP1,626, with
spending of overnight visitors (MOP2,681) and same-day
visitors (MOP680) dropping by 11.8% and 12.5%
respectively.

Analysed by country/place, per-capita spending of
Mainland visitors (MOP1,834) decreased by 18.2% year-
on-year in 2019, with spending of those travelling under
the Individual Visit Scheme (MOP2,298) falling by 11.9%.
Per-capita spending of visitors from Hong Kong
(MOP954) and Taiwan (MOP1,377) dropped by 9.5% and
14.6% respectively, whereas spending of those from
Singapore (MOP1,872) and the Republic of Korea
(MOP1,731) recorded respective growth of 1.0% and
14.0%. As regards long-haul visitors, per-capita spending

of those from Australia (MOP1,382) and the United States
(MOP1,264) decreased year-on-year, while spending of
those from the United Kingdom (MOP1,223) increased.

In terms of type of spending, per-capita shopping
spending of visitors in 2019 reduced by 19.0% year-on-
year to MOP743 (45.7% of per-capita spending), of which
spending on cosmetics & perfume (MOP255) and local
food products (MOP219) decreased by 8.8% and 11.8%
respectively. Visitors spent an average of MOP422 on
accommodation and MOP332 on food & beverage, a
decline of 15.3% and 14.7% respectively. Analysed by
main purpose of visit, per-capita spending of visitors
coming for MICE events (MOP3,781) rose by 7.8% year-
on-year, whereas spending of those coming for shopping
(MOP2,415) and vacation (MOP2,268) fell by 7.8% and
11.1% respectively.

With respect to visitors' comments collected in 2019,
their satisfaction towards the various services and
facilities in Macao registered increases to different extents
compared to 2018. The proportions of visitors who were
satisfied with the services of hotels (88.8%) and
environmental hygiene (86.0%) grew by 0.2 percentage
points and 1.6 percentage points respectively year-on-
year. The share of visitors who complimented on public
transport services (75.5%) surged by 4.4 percentage
points year-on-year; however, 7.1% of the visitors
considered that improvement was needed. 4%
