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Brief Introduction of MCEA

Macao Convention & Exhibition Association (MCEA) was established in
October 2002 with the objective to “Serve, Represent, Coordinate and
Communicate” through uniting local MICE industry peers. At present, MCEA has a
total of 84 enterprises members which include also the 6 integrated tourism &
leisure enterprises, fully covering the MICE industry chain of which almost 70%
being Small and Medium Enterprises (SME). In June 2017, MCEA has also
established the Youth Committee to foster a new generation. It is expected that

with this new blood, Macao’s MICE industry can be inherited.

Macao’s MICE industry has now progressed remarkably into a sustainable
development stage and has gradually shifted from the previous‘quantity growth’to
the present focus on ‘quality enhancement’ and is heading towards the direction of
internationalization, specialization, marketization, and branding. Besides, with
International conferences, professional exhibitions and high-quality tradeshows as
the three main carriages, this will lead the local MICE industry to move forward and

to embark on a way that suits its own characteristics.

Furthermore, MCEA has organized and co-organized a number of events and
exhibitions, such as the two large-scale UFI approved events, i.e. the “Macao
International Trade and Investment Fair” (MIF) and the “China - Macau
Distinguished Gathering”. Besides, MCEA also held the “Macao Convention and
Exhibition Commendation Awards” and the “Macao Tertiary Institution Students
Conference Challenge” on an annual basis as well as the popular “Dynamic Macao

Business and Trade Fair” which has been hosted in over 32 cities in China so far.

Furthermore, MCEA has also initiated relevant training programs to enhance
members’ professionalism through collaboration and academic exchanges with
relevant local and overseas industry institutes and organizations, MCEA also
publishes the “Macau Convention & Exhibition” magazines. MCEA is currently a
member of Asia Federation of Exhibition and Convention Associations (AFECA),
China Association for Exhibition Centers and China Convention & Exhibition Event

At the same time, MCEA also values the training of the young generation.
Training courses, seminars, and internship opportunities are regularly offered to
students from a number of secondary schools and tertiary institutions, so that
young people who are interested in joining the convention and exhibition industry

can acquire a deeper understanding and knowledge of this industry. ¥
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his year marks the beginning of the sixth-term Macao SAR Government. In his inaugural Policy Address, Chief
TExecutive Sam Hou Fai proposed continuous enhancements to the competitiveness of the conventions, exhibitions,
and commercial trade industries. These measures include attracting and bidding for more high-quality convention and
exhibition projects to be held in Macao, incorporating product launches into branded exhibitions, and supporting the
hosting of large-scale events in Macao and Henggqin. Industry professionals believe that these initiatives will facilitate high-
quality development and promote cross-regional co-operation within the sector.

The International Congress and Convention Association (ICCA) recently released its ICCA GlobeWatch: Business
Analytics - Country & City Rankings 2024. The rankings revealed that a total of 33 international conferences held in Macao
last year received ICCA recognition, a significant year-on-year increase of 50%. Macao ranked 14th in the Asia-Pacific
region and 76th globally, reflecting its impressive performance in the international conferences market. The industry is
expected to bid for even more international conferences to be held locally in the future.

As Macao enters its 26th year since returning to the motherland, the conventions and exhibitions industry has seen
sustained development with strong support from the central and SAR governments, becoming a key driver in promoting
adequate economic diversification. This issue presents the feature “25 Events in 25 Years”, inviting readers and industry
stakeholders to revisit the developmental milestones of Macao’s conventions and exhibitions sector. Looking ahead, the
industry is encouraged to reflect on its past, anchor itself in the present, and cultivate a promising future.

— An Exclusive Interview with Linda Chen, President, Vice Chairman

The revitalisation project has been included in the
China Business Case Center at Tsinghua University’s School
of Economics and Management, marking the first time that
a Macao-based enterprise has been featured. It will serve
as a teaching case in leading business schools. This not only
signifies the academic community’s high recognition of the
innovative model of Wynn'’s revitalisation plan, but also
provides invaluable reference and research value for industry
practices. Wynn hopes to seize this collaboration as an
opportunity to establish a cross-disciplinary exchange platform
with Tsinghua University, bringing the unique cultural and
tourism resources of Rua da Felicidade to the whole country.

Conventions and Exhibitions in the First Quarter of
2025 Increase by 22.9% Year on Year

Information from the Statistics and Census Service (DSEC) indicated that number of MICE
events rose by 22.9% (+77) year-on-year to 413 in the first quarter of 2025, and the total number
of participants & attendees grew by 3.7% to 188,000.

A total of 387 meetings & conferences were held in
the first quarter of this year, an increase of 70 year-on-year;
number of participants grew by 5.2% to 37,000. The average
duration of the meetings & conferences remained at 1.1 days,
while the total floor area used went up by 2.9% year-on-year
to 167,000 m2. Number of incentives went up by 7 year-on-year
to 14, whereas that of participants fell by 37.4% to 993.

Number of exhibitions totalled 12 in the first quarter,
the same as in the same period last year. According to the
information provided by the exhibition organisers, number
of attendees rose by 3.8% year-on-year to 150,000, but the
proportion of non-local attendees shrank from 20% in the
same quarter last year to less than 10% this year. With a

decrease in the number of non-local attendees, their total
spending dropped, causing MICE-driven receipts of the non-
gaming industries in Macao to fall by 24.3% year-on-year to
MOP660 million.

Analysed by subject, the majority of the events were
centred on “Commerce & Management” in the first quarter,
at 40.2% (166) of the total; this was followed by events about
“Information Technology” (54) and “Medical & Health” (45),
at 13.1% and 10.9% respectively. As regards type of event,
“Corporate Meeting” (163), “Association Meeting” (149) and
“Government Meeting” (68) constituted 39.5%, 36.1% and
16.5% of the total number of MICE events, while “Exhibition”
(12) made up 2.9%.
